This
report is issued pursuant to Section 5135 of
Section 31 of the United States Code requiring the
CCAC to submt an annual report to the Secretary of
the Treasury, the House Comm ttee on Fi nanci al
Services, and Senate Comm ttee on Banki ng, Housing and
Urban Affairs.

By statute, this report is due on
Sept enber 30th each year, but consistent with statute
and past practices, it was communicated to the
Secretary and Congress earlier this year, that
additional tine was required to include the Septenber
neeting, and to conplete the report and obtain full
CCAC approval .

This report has a new expected delivery
date of no later than Decenber 18, 2024. This report
enconpasses the work that the commttee has done over
the last fiscal year, and a draft copy was sent to

CCAC nmenbers prior to this neeting.

So we will now nove on to
our first portfolio to be reviewed today, and the
first portfolio for us to consider is the obverse
candi date designs and reverse candi date designs for
the Efmett Till and Mam e Till-Mbl ey congressional
gold nmedal, which April Stafford and Megan Sullivan
wi Il now present, so over to you.

M5. STAFFORD: Thank you.

Designs for this nedal were devel oped
in consultation with Dr. Sheila Chanberlain, who we
are so pleased to have with us today, should the
comm ttee have any questions. Dr. Chanberlain is with
the Emmett Till Justice Canpaign and a famly nmenber
of Emmett Till and Mam e Till-Mobl ey.

These designs were presented to the
CCAC, as well as the CFA, in April of 2024. Both
commttees indicated a strong preference for the
singl e obverse design that is going to be presented
here today. |It's also our liaison's preferred obverse
design. The design was slightly edited since |ast

time you viewed it to inprove the |ikeness of Emmett

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Till, as recommended by our |iaison.

And the reverse designs that you'll see
t oday, the ones that received support fromthe | ast
time you viewed it, have been edited per the
comm ttee' s suggestions, and then additional reverse
desi gns have been devel oped with our |iaison's input.
And just to recap, it is Public Law 117-334, that
aut hori zes the posthunmobus award of a congressi onal
gold nedal to Emett Till and Mame Till-Mbley to
honor the | egacy of Emmett Till and the incredible
suffering and equally incredi ble courage, resilience,
and efforts of Mame Till-Mbley that led to the civil
ri ghts novenent that began in the 1950s. So we'l
start by show ng you the obverse design. This is
obverse-02. It features Mame Till-Mbley hol ding
Emrett Till in her arnms as they are both enbraced by a
pair of wings. This design, again, is the preference
of our l|iaison and preferred by both the CCAC and the
CFA at the previous neetings.

And noving on to the reverse designs,
we have reverse-03. This design illustrates Emett

Till in starry silhouette, supporting his nother,

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Mam e Till-Mbley, as she stands and bravely tells her
son's story. The additional inscription is "Let The
Worl d See."

Reverse-06 depicts a representati on of
Emmrett Till's casket held in his nother's hands for
all to see. The additional inscription is "Emett
Till," and "Let The World See."

Reverses-08 and 08A, depict Mam e
Till-Mbley Ilit from above as she tells Emett's
story. She grasps the hand of a silhouetted Emett,
hol ding on to his nenory as she speaks. The
additional inscriptionis "Let The Wrld See." So here
you have reverse-08, and reverse-08A. This is the
second preferred reverse of our liaison, 08 or 08A

Moving on to reverse-09, which is the
preferred reverse design of our liaison. This reverse
features a grieving Mame Till-Mbley lifting draped
fabric froma tableau of the scene surroundi ng
Emmett' s open casket, exposing the horrific violence
inflicted upon her son. The additional inscription is
"Let The World See." Again, this is the preferred

reverse.
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Reverse-10 and 10A, depict Mam e
Till-Mbley speaking at a podiumw th the Tall ahatchie
County courthouse in the background. This was the
site of the 1955 Emnmmett Till nurder trial, at which
Mam e Till-Mbl ey spoke outside to the press. The
additional inscriptions are "Strength," "Courage," and
"Hope. "

Reverse-11 depicts Mam e Till-Mbley's
hands cupping a small sprout grow ng from Emett
Till's gravestone, sharing the story of her son's
murder, but also nurturing the idea of change that can
conme fromsuch a horrific act. The additional
inscription is "Let The World See.”

And finally, reverse-12, depicts Mam e
Till-Mbley's hand hol ding a m crophone high,
representing Mam e Till-Mbley's |ifelong work telling
her son's story and working for justice for racially
noti vated nmurders during the civil rights era. The
addi tional inscriptions are "Let The Wrld See,"
"Mam e Till-Mbley 1921-2003," her birth and death
dates, "Educator Activist Mther," and "Her Pain

United A Nation."

And thank you to our liaison, for being

DR. CHAMBERLAI N:  You, too.

M5. PURDI E: For the obverse, this is
beautiful. This was also one of our preferred
obverses. As |'ve said in ny notes previously, | |ove
the love that's expressed here and the determ nation

that's expressed here, and this would | ook very well

on a coin. | can see this having an inpact.
For the reverses, | had two
preferences. The first is reverse-06. | think that

this is a striking imge and it serves a double
pur pose. As nentioned before, we can see that even in
life, she was hol ding her son, and in his death, his
horrific death, she's still holding himand advocati ng
for him and this cones across very, very well. And |
think that the casket is a stark and necessary
rem nder of the act that notivated Mam e Till-Mbley's
activismand that's sonething that needs to stay
prom nent on the designs of the coin.

| think that there's a simlar tone in
design for reverse-11, in terns of Mam e Till-Mbl ey

nurturing the nmenory of her son. But for me, 06 works

www.Capital ReportingCompany.com
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nore, and is nore inpactful, because of the inclusion
of the casket, a rem nder of what happened, and at the
sane tinme, it's very respectful. And as | said, it's
a rem nder of the brutality, but it's striking in a
way that also draws the viewer in. The detail on her
hands are very well done as well.

My other preference is for 09. | think
that this is a stunning design. |Its beautiful

details, including the tear on her cheek and the

facial structure of Mame Till-Mbley, are very true
to the photographs that we have on her. | think that
the synmbolismworks well, in terns of her pulling back

the drapery and letting others see.
And the representation of the casket is

respectful and striking w thout veering into

sonething -- | think that everyone is famliar wth
the pictures that were published after Emett Till's
murder. It's a remnder, but it's very strong in a

way that draws people in.
And the "Let The World See" is very
wel |l positioned. It's visible. [It's striking. It's

prom nent. And again, it plays into the design of the
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observe, life, death, that contrast works very well on
the coin.

One thing that | nmentioned during
previ ous notes on this design, is that when | ooking at
this coin, we cannot separate the violence from Mam e
Till-Mbley's activism And that is a very difficult
thing, in ternms of representation and creating that
bal ance between enotion and respect and everything.
But it's key that we have to have sone indication of
what occurred in order for her to -- that catapulted
her and her son to visibility here. And I think that
this design does an excellent job of that and woul d
al so spur nore research for those who would like to
| earn nore about it.

For R-12, reverse-12, | also |love the
nurturing nature of this design, and | think that
showi ng her fingers on the m crophone is a beauti ful
touch, but at the sanme tinme, back to context, the
context seenms to be mssing fromthis reverse. And |
think that context is key to understandi ng the purpose
of putting this across.

The reason why | did not go with
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designs 08 and 08A, for the reverse, is that they cone
across as a bit too theatrical. | understand the
noti on of her speaking and the press mcs and hol di ng
on to her son's nenory in the shadows, but the way in
whi ch the conposition is depicted, it seens nore |ike
a stage versus a press opportunity, in terns of the
i npression. It's |ike she's coaxing himout of the
wings to cone on. | didn't see it as effective as
sone of the others.

And those are ny choices. Thank you
very much.

we're presenting and it is one that needs a | ot of
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thought. | truly think the obverse is quite lovely
and | agree with all that have chosen that obverse
nunber 02.

For the reverse, | love listening to

Annelisa. She really can speak to all of these

designs. |'m always amazed at her dial ogue. But for
nyself, | was taken by reverse-03 because it's very
dynamc. It's black and white, you know, it's a

strong piece. But |I'mwondering if we can have a
portrait of -- the portraits on both sides of the
medal, if we can. And obviously we nust because
they' re here.

| think that the reverse nunber 09,
which is the preference, is quite lovely. | agree
with Annelisa with nunber 12. There's a lot for Mam e
Till-Mbley, but I"'mwondering if it's just too stark.
And nunber 09 gives, | think, a lot of sentinentality
and courage for what she went through.

So those are ny choices. Thank you
very much, M. Chairman.

very nmuch, Jeanne.
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Sam Cel berd, if you would, please.

| do agree, obverse-02. |1I'mglad we
did choose that one. | think that is a very beautiful

rendition of both Emett and Mam e Till-NMobl ey.

For the reverses, | do |ike reverse-09
as ny second choice, but ultimately, | did, it was
cl ose, but | did decide on reverse-08A, | think, as

the nost effective to really convey the significance
of Mamie Till-Mbley as an activist, spurring nore to
rise to activismwthin thenselves. It's very
I nspirational, very powerful imgery, having Emett
Till silhouetted.

| prefer this to reverse-08, primarily
because reverse-08, | don't |ike the way the words are
chopped up, with "Let The" above and then "World See"
| ower. As well as having "Act of Congress 2023"
separated. | don't think it's as effective or

aest hetically pleasing.
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So ultimately, reverse-08A, though I
coul d be swayed toward reverse-09 if that is what we
choose, for the reasons already nentioned by both
Annel i sa and Jeanne.

Reverse 12 is nice. |I'ma big fan of
art deco lettering. | love the way it's laid out.
But this isn't a coin; we're approving a congressional
gold nedal. So ultimately, I'"mgoing to give ny
hi ghest vote to reverse-08A.

And that's all 1'd |ike to add, Peter,
t hank you.

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is appropriate and true and I'll be giving nmy vote to
09.

| also concur with what M ke just said,
| would recommend the approval of reverse-09. | find
it a dramatic telling of the story. And | was
particularly drawn to the inmages of Mam e Till-Mobl ey
overl ooki ng the casket, as well as the gentlenman at
the front of the casket and the grief that is shown in
his portrayal. | recomend we go with 09. Thank you.

DR. CAPOZZOLA: All right. This is
Chris Capozzola. Thank you all, and to the Mnt,
actually, for a really great portfolio of sone really

strong materials. W're all taking this task very
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seriously.

" m t hi nking about a coupl e things
here. One, that the congressional gold nedal honors
both Emmett Till and Mam e Till-Mbl ey, and so that's
one of the tasks of this nedal.

Second, | observed that their nanes
appear, both nanmes appear on the front, which actually
made a difference to nme in ternms of not necessarily
wanting or needing to see their nanes appear also on
the reverse.

And then also, | struggled a little bit
wth this very conpelling phrase, "Let The Wrld See,"
and the inpulse of some of the artists to convey Mam e
Till-Mbl ey speaking, which is sonething very
| nportant for her career. But hearing and speaking,
or sort of seeing and speaking, seens sonetines at
odds with each other in a couple of the designs.

Sol will also say it's really hel pful
to go last, or close to last, and hear the comrents of
ot her people. So I initially put my greatest nunber
of votes on reverse-08A, for many of the sane reasons

t hat ot hers have tal ked about. Even within this, |
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t hought, | had sonme hesitation about the font in
"Let The World See." | know sonetines we, you know,

advocat e agai nst cursive, or cursive adjacent fonts,
just for legibility.

And | al so wondered if there was a way

that Emett Till could be standing in a nore upright
position, like he is in reverse-03. That would kind
of convey, maybe a little bit nore of his -- a little

nore dignity. O not dignity, but convey him you
know, | think, maybe nore fully and strongly than he
appears in reverse-08A

But while |I had initially not given
hi gh marks to reverse-09, | am conpelled by the
| iai son's preferences and by the coments of other
people in the commttee. | think it does coherently
express "seeing," and the inplications for American
citizens of what they see in this inmage.

| was initially a little hesitant
about, you know, depicting violence. Sanme reason |
was hesitant about the casket in reverse-06. But | am
convinced by what | hear here, and so I'mstrongly in

favor of both reverse-08A and reverse-09. Thank you
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very nuch.

CHAI RPERSON VAN ALFEN:. Thank you very
much, Chris.

Donal d Scarinci, if you would, please.

MR. SCARI NCI : So first of all, I'm
definitely a fan of Gulliver's Travels. And | I|ike,
you know -- | nmean, and | |ike Ludw g Yeast [ph]. |
i ke the German expressionist, Gotz. | |ike Ewerbeck;
all wWorld War | German expressionist artists.

And | just think that, short of naking
these figures into skeletons, you know, reverse-09 is
hi deous. You know, there's a giant -- you know,
there's a giant, and then there's Lilliputians by a
coffin. And | just don't think it's a good design,
you know, at all.

You know, | think -- you know,

obvi ous to ne.

08 and 08A, | like those as well. |
agree that 08A is better than 08. And | al so agree
with what Chris said, that maybe the font would be
changed at the bottom where it says "Let The World
See. "

10 and 10A, | didn't particularly |ike.
This rem nds nme of the problens the ancient G eeks had
with their coins. It's typical to do a facing bust.
A profile or sem-profile seenms to work a | ot better
on coinage or the nedallic arts. | also didn't
particularly |like the kind of shadowy courthouse
behind there. As such, | |iked 10A better, but I'm
not going to give points to that.

| think 11 was nice. | think it says
what we want to say there. And 12, | agree with what
Annel i sa sai d. It's a nice design. However, it
doesn't express everything that we want to express
here, where it doesn't show Emmett's coffin.

But overall, | would agree with what's

been said before, that the M nt should be
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congratul ated on all these designs. And again, the
obverse design, | agree with what's been said before,
that it's a wonderful design on the obverse. | think
we' d al ready deci ded that, but want to say it again.
Thank you.

design, but at the sanme tinme, one of the first things
that did strike ne was this sanme sort of Gulliver's
Travels type of situation that Donal d underscored.

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that this is probably the | east problematic of the
designs.

Wth ten nenbers present, that neans a
possi bl e maxi mum score of 30. So out of a possible 30
poi nts, obverse-02 received 27 out of 30 points, and
it is, of course, by default, the high scoring design.

Moving to the reverse. Reverse-03 received four
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points. Reverse-06 received eight points. Reverse-08
received three points. Reverse-08A received 18
points. Reverse-09 received 24 points out of a

possi ble 30. That is the high scoring design.
Reverse-10 received three points. Reverse-10A
received three points. Reverse-11 received five
points. And reverse-12 received five points.

So once again, the high scoring designs
are obverse-02 and reverse-009.

CHAI RPERSON VAN ALFEN: All right Geg,
t hanks very nuch.

Are there any notions at this tine?

So as we concl ude that portfolio, we
wll then nove on to our next portfolio for
consi deration today, which is the obverse and reverse
candi date designs for the 2025 Batman com c art coin
and nmedal, which April Stafford and Boneza Hanchock

wi |l now present.
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So if you woul d, please.
MS. STAFFORD: Absol utely.
The United States Mnt will issue gold

coins and silver and clad nedals to celebrate comc
art as a uniquely Anmerican art form The programwl|
| aunch an initial three-year series in 2025 with
characters owned by DC, a subsidiary of Warner

Brot hers Di scovery | ncor porat ed.

The coins and nmedals wll feature a
uni que depiction of DC characters on the obverse,
while the reverse will depict thenes that connect the
character and character's story to Anerican val ues and
culture. The comc art product line will include
hal f - ounce 24 karat gold $50 coins, two-and-a-half and
one-ounce silver nedals, and 1.2-inch clad nedal s,
begi nning in 2025, with the Supernman, Batman, and
Wonder Woman desi gns.

The Supernman designs were presented to
our federal advisory commttees in Septenber, and now
Bat man and Wonder Woman candi date designs are being
presented today. So a little background on the

char act er of Bat nan.
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In the name of his parents, who were
murdered in front of himwhen he was just a child,
Bruce Wayne dedicated his life to a war on crim nals.
I n response to that personal tragedy, he trained his
body and m nd to near perfection to becone the
sel f-made superhero, the Caped Crusader, Batnman.

As a playboy billionaire, Bruce Wayne's
life affords himconfort w thout financial worry.
Central to Bruce's double life is his |oyal butler,
turned guardian, in the perfect base of operations
| ocated in the ancient network of caves beneath his
famly's sprawing estate. At night, he sheds al
pretense, dawns his iconic scalloped cape and pointed
cow, and takes to the shadowy streets, skies, and
rooftops of the city to fight crine as Gotham s dark
kni ght .

Bruce turned his grief into fuel for a
| i fel ong obsession. Instead of succunbing to
sel f-destruction, he dedicated his |ife to preventing
the tragedy that occurred to himfrom happening to
others. Driven to overcone his lifelong fear of bats

and inspired by the bat colony roosting on his
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famly's property, he took on the identity of Batnan,
t he hero that Gotham needs.

Summoned to action by the bat signal,
fl oodlight used by his ally, Conm ssioner Jim Gordon
of the Gotham City Police Departnment, Batnman watches
over the city as the vigilant protector.

Obverse designs feature iconic
depi ctions of Batman, while reverse designs anplify
the thenmes of justice and courage in a manner t hat
connects Batman, or his story, to Anerican val ues and
cul ture.

The United States M nt worked cl osely
with representatives from Warner Brothers Di scovery
during the design devel opnent process. Required gold
coin inscriptions are "Liberty," "In God W Trust,"
the date, "United States of Anerica," "E Pluribus
Unum " the denom nation, and the wei ght and fineness.

Optional silver and/or clad nmedal
i nscriptions are "Liberty 2025," and on the reverse,
"Batman," and the words "Justice" and "Courage."

"1l note for the commttee that these

character traits, or character values, will be

a
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depi cted on the reverse design as inscriptions and
refl ect what the reverse design should communi cate,
the theme, if you will, of the reverse. The idea for
this programis that each character will have these
character traits identified as inscriptions on the
medal and that the designs will reflect those thenes.
So we'll start with obverse designs. W have obverses
01, for the gold, silver, and clad nedals, coin and
medal s. These desi gns depict Batnman overl ooki ng
Gotham City as the iconic bat signal beans brightly in
the night sky. This design evokes Batman's conm t ment
to his mssion to protect the innocent and bring those
who woul d do harmto justice. Cbverse-02 for the gold
coin, silver and clad nedals, depict Batman | eaping
Into action to protect those in need. A decorative
figure of an eagle carved in stone perches atop a
Gotham City building behind him This is Warner
Brothers Di scovery's preferred obverse.

And we al so have obverse nunber 03 for
the gold coin and silver and clad nedals, which
depicts a front-facing Batman running as if in pursuit

of an assailant or determ ned to rescue soneone in
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need. Stars arc around the border to enphasize the
"Liberty" inscription and is a device seen on
traditional Anerican coi nage.

And finally, obverse 03A, which are
variations of the previous designs, just seen wthout
t he stars.

Moving on to the reverse candi date
designs. We have the coin and nedal reverse, reverses
01, which feature the bat signal as a beacon of hope
hi gh above the night sky of Gotham City, as a vigilant
Bat man stands in the background.

We have reverses nunber 02 for the coin
and nmedal , respectively. These designs feature Batnman
agai nst the backdrop of Gotham City whil e the bat
signal shines brightly above. This is Warner Brothers
Di scovery's preferred choice for reverse pairing.

And finally, we have the coin and nedal
reverse nunber 03. These designs depi ct
Comm ssi oner Gordon with his arnms w apped around his
young daughter, Barbara, both |ooking upward in
hopeful anticipation as the bat signal illum nates the

sky above. Used as a distress signal to sunmon
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Bat man, the bat signal is also a beacon of hope for
crime-addl ed Gotham tes to have courage that justice
w il be served.

And M. Chairman, that concludes the
candi dat e desi gns.

CHAI RPERSON VAN ALFEN:  All right,
wonderful, thank you, April.

Are there any technical or |egal
guestions fromthe commttee about this program or the
designs for the 2025 Batman conmic art coin and nedal
portfolio, before we begin our general discussion?

Art, your hand is raised.

MR. BERNSTEIN: Thank you. This is
Art hur Bernstein.

| think this question is directed
t owar ds superhero expert Joe Menna. A nunber of the
designs, if we | ook at obverse-01, on Batman's right
arm there are three tabs. | just don't know what
those are, and | see that in quite a few of the
desi gns.

MR. MENNA: This is Joseph Menna.

Bat man has, the character design, has
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three, kind of cut off wings. The reason you don't
see themon the other armis due to the perspective of
the arm They would be followng the line of his
elbowto his wist, followng the ulna. And that's
why you only see them on one side.

CHAI RPERSON VAN ALFEN: All right.

Very good.

Donal d, your hand was rai sed.

MR. SCARINClI: Yes. |'m nunber three,
t hough.

But I1'd like to -- the Superman coin

that we did, it seens |like that obverse design is the

sane as six of the obverse designs here, and | was

curious to hear Joe Menna's vision. Is it your vision
to have alnpost, like a simlar design obverse with a
uni que reverse for the first three coins as a set, is

t hat what you were thinking, or what's your thinking?
MR. MENNA: This is Joseph Menna.
| don't know if it's appropriate for ne
to say -- no, Donald, they were not intended. What
you're seeing is a distillation of many ot her

iterations, and during our collaboration with
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War ner Brothers, certain designs evolved, certain
desi gns went away.

April or Greg, in this idiosyncratic
situation, can | -- | nean, | had one that -- | have
one that | -- can | say what I'min alignment wth,
Greg, in ternms of what | think was the strongest
representation fromny perspective?

MR. VEI NMAN:  Sure, absolutely.

MR. MENNA: [|'min full alignment with
Warner Brothers in terns of their selection. That
eagl e was supposed to represent an Anerican eagl e,
It's supposed to tie it to our values. You know, that
ki nd of gothic architecture is very coincident with
what you see.

And we're only referencing the comcs,
but, you know, | actually only noticed what you call ed
out about -- as soon as | saw 06, that final group, |
was |i ke, huh, kind of |ooks |ike Superman, you know.
And | was |ike, that was not intentional. Thank you.

CHAI RPERSON VAN ALFEN: All right, Joe,
t hank you very nuch.

John Saunders, your hand is raised.
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MR. SAUNDERS: Yes, a coupl e of
guesti ons.

First, do we need to do the sane
pairings for all three things or can we nm x and match
by picking one design for silver and one design for
gol d and one design for clad?

And then secondly, it seens |ike we
woul d have to know what obverse design we're going
wth for the reverse design, or vice versa. Because
one obverse has the bat synbol on it, and seens |ike
all the reverses do.

And then thirdly, should we put the bat
sign on the reverse, can we pick an obverse design
i nstead of the reverse design that's given. The
obverse-01 has a smaller bat synbol than the reverse
design 02. But otherwi se, they're simlar.

MR. MENNA: M. Chairman, may | follow
up on M. Saunders?

CHAlI RPERSON VAN ALFEN: Yes, pl ease,
yes.

MR. MENNA: John, that's exactly the

sane. The two that you're highlighting, it was, in
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col | aboration, that's exactly the sane Batnman on that
reverse, with himsmaller with the city in the
background. They're, essentially, the sanme designs,
| i ke rearranged. So you're you're calling it out
exactly right.

CHAI RPERSON VAN ALFEN: | woul d wel cone
sonebody fromthe Mnt to address John's ot her
guestion, though, about whether or not, for all three
of the nedals, the gold, the silver, and the clad, if
the Mnt is asking us for recommendati ons that say the
series 01, or group 01, group 02, or if we can m x and
mat ch between the different possibilities.

| believe that was the question, right,
John?

MR. SAUNDERS: That, and al so, whether
we coul d take the perspective on the obverse design 01
and put it on the reverse. As Joe nentioned, it's the
same design, it's just size and perspective. But |
personally |ike the perspective in the obverse design
rat her than reverse design.

M5. STAFFORD: So the answer to the

first question is that we nust, yes, it needs to be
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t he sanme design, but a differentiation, as
appropriate, if it were a coin or a nedal design. So
t hose designs that are grouped go together and woul d
cascade across the portfolio.

CHAI RPERSON VAN ALFEN: Al'l right.
Thank you

John, that answers your question then?

MR. SAUNDERS: Well, it answers the
first question, so we do all three the sanme. But
could we pick the perspective and size of Batman on
t he obverse for the reverse?

MR. MENNA: Can | add sonmething to the
di scussion in general ?

CHAI RPERSON VAN ALFEN: Yes, please.

MR. SAUNDERS: And |I'm sorry about
this, and April or Geg, please stop ne. This is
Joseph Menna.

You know, the United States M nt has a

very strong history in coinage, Western coinage in

general, in terms of the obverse represents the who,
the reverse represents the why. [|f you |ook at Roman
coinage, I'"'mnot trying to | ecture anybody,
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Renai ssance nedal s, you have, you know, the Pope on

t he obverse, and on a smaller scale, what he did that
made him so i nportant. O the Florentine, you know,
like ruler.

Having a reverse like this -- this is
not a reverse. And | don't nean to contradict the
commttee. It's sonething that we're -- this is new
to Warner Brothers, and we're new to them

And this dial ogue of discussing what's
a reverse and what's an obverse, | think it's
| nportant that we honor our U S. Mnt tradition of
what reverses are in terns of, |ike scale. Okay, you
may have a gi ant eagle on the back of a St. Gaudens,
but it's an eagle. It's not a giant -- it's not a
giant liberty. It's not repeating itself, it's
explaining itself.

And | don't know if |I'm speaking out of
turn, M. Chairman, thank you.

CHAI RPERSON VAN ALFEN: No, that's
fine, thank you. | think that does answer the
questi on.

| s that satisfactory, John?
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MR. SAUNDERS: Yes, this is John
Saunder s again.

| would agree with Joe a hundred
percent in ternms of the philosophy. | think of the
Roman coins with the Coliseumon the back and all the
reverses tal king about the victories of the particul ar
enperor, as well as nedieval coins that often fix your
portraiture on the obverse.

And in view of that, | will w thdraw ny
guestion of suggestion of putting the obverse design
on the reverse design.

CHAI RPERSON VAN ALFEN:  Al'l right,

t hank you, John.

Art Bernstein, your hand is raised.

MR. BERNSTEIN:. You already called on
me.

STAFFORD: Sure. \Wile the team
menber finds that file, perhaps | could suggest we go
ahead and start the discussion.

DR. CAPOZZOLA: Ckay.

M5. STAFFORD: | will say, in regards
to -- thank you, Joe, for speaking about the idea of

us, with this program really trying to cenent what
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t he obverses comuni cate versus the reverses.

The obverses, in this instance, are
supposed to be very iconic, bold depictions of the
character. So yes, we will gladly share with you the
Superman design. Wiile the reverses kind of go in a
littl e deeper and reflect the nessagi ng of those
character traits or values that are depicted, in this
case, justice and courage.

So why don't we go ahead and talk,
start tal king about the designs, and then I'll nessage
the teamand I'll let you know, Chairman, as soon as
we have that ready.

CHAI RPERSON VAN ALFEN: Sounds very
good.

And | et's begin our consideration,
then. And, again, 1'd like to rem nd everybody to
keep your comments as brief as possible and to
i dentify yourself.

Chris, since you're right there, let's
start with you.

DR. CAPOZZOLA: All right. This is

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And | amreally struck by these i mges.
| think that, you know, that the artistic passion that
went into them and the way that they capture what
t hese characters nmean to Anericans and peopl e
worl dw de is going to be conveyed by any of these
designs quite successfully. So I'mreally choosing
from anong excel | ent ones.

My preference is for obverse-02. |
think that, you know, although all three of the
obverses are very strong, obverse-02, with the slight,
sort of tilt of the angle, with the arm com ng through
the letters "L" and "1," and the inclusion of an
eagle, nmake it both artistically excellent and a
distinctly American coin. And so, you know, so that
Is nmy preference.

| had, obviously |I had concerns about
obverse-03, that it resenbled too nuch the Supernman
design that the commttee saw before. Personally, |
woul d prefer to see the coins be very different across
the series, right, so Superman, Batnman, Whnder Wonman
obverses shouldn't -- I'd rather see difference than

uniformty in that regard. So obverse-02 is ny
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pr ef erence.

And then reverse, | am conpelled by
sone of the coments that, you know, that there's a
risk of repetition on the reverse. | had trouble
mat chi ng the obverse and reverse in any of these in
this case.

Of the three, | think that obverse-02
I's probably the strongest as a storytelling art and
conveying clearly the urban streetscape. |'mnot sure
that reverse-01, with the aqueduct, will be as legible
to people. So ny preference here would be for
reverse-02.

And I'I1l just observe, | think maybe
this is a superhero thing, but it does seemthat the
man's cal ves and thighs are a bit out of proportion.
I n most scul pture | would expect the thighs to be
bi gger than the cal ves, but maybe that's a Batmn
thing. So with that, ny comments are conpl ete.

And it
shows his humanity as well, which is a key part of the
Bat man | ore.

The only recommendati on that | would
make for this design is that Batnman swoops nore so
than he junps. | don't knowif it's possible at this
point, but if there were some representation of a
grappling hook to show how he's getting around.

Because at this point it seens |ike
he's fly-junping or sonething, with the position of
the arms. They're very strong, but it's also a little
jarring in a way. That's not a great way to | and at

all. So to denonstrate his novenent, the trajectory
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of his nmovenment on this coin, would work well.

| also like the incorporation of the
architecture of Gothamin here, and that the eagle,
whil e being a synbol of Americana, also would not be
out of place on a rooftop.

For the reverses, | was al so thinking
about the bat signal and the representation of the bat
signal. | don't think that we need the bat signal on
t he obverse and the reverse. That's a little, because
it's such an iconic inmage, that would be too nuch for
overkill.

| love the Batnman designs that we had
to see and | agree with John, they all are deserving
of artistic merit, in my opinion, as well. |
ultimately agreed with the liaison's picks for
obverse-02 and reverse-02.

| believe it's very inportant for us to
cone correct with this programin general, but
especially the Batman coin. |In 1989, the eponynous
novi e dom nated Anerican society. It was the hit of
the sumer. And for even years later you' d see people
i n public donning Batman shirts, just the bat signal.
It was everywhere.

Not excluding the others in the DC holy
trinity, Superman and Wonder Wbman, yes, you see

peopl e, you know, donning their gear as well, but it
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just seens that Batman was so nmuch nore pervasive an
el ement in American society going into the 1990s.

| think the target audience that we're
trying to appeal to will really latch onto this. This
is a critical design. W do need to cone correct,
very nuch so. So yes, again, obverse-02, | think,
really conveys the best character traits that we're
going for with justice and courage.

Qbverse-01, | was drawn to that, but |
do think it works better as a reverse, with that
sentry standing over Gotham | just |ike the way the
projection of the bat signal is also portrayed on
reverse-02 as opposed to obverse-01. So | definitely
t hi nk both of them work.

And, of course, for reasons already
menti oned, the aqueduct design on nunmber 01. And |
think Batman's a little bit too small on the back as
well. But | do appreciate the flowing cape, it really
does illustrate that that is Batmn standi ng over
Gotham But | think reverse-02 does it nore justice
for the character traits of justice and courage.

Reverse-03, with Conmm ssi oner Gordon
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and Barbara -- who goes on to be Batgirl, spoiler --
| just don't think that that does the justice for the
reverse of the Batman gold coin and nedals.

have been converted. |'ve heard, starting with Joe
Menna, | heard the comments about obverse-02. It was
not my first choice as | |ooked at these a few days

ago, but it is now.

And | really appreciate what everyone
el se had to say. | appreciate the Anerican touch that
the eagle adds to this coin. And so I'mthrow ng away
my notes on the obverse and going wth obverse-02.

Wth regard to the reverse, | want ny
col | eagues to know that | take my position very
seriously and | watched three Batnman novi es over the
weekend in preparation for this neeting, and | think
you're all wong. | don't think that's an aqueduct.
| think those are -- that's an elevated train. And
that's based on ny watching of the novies, where the
Wayne Corporation train was |eaving into Gotham

Havi ng made that comment, | don't agree

with DC s recommendati on for reverse-02. If we're
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featuring Batman on the obverse, | like the designs
that show the Gotham City skyline, and so | would
recommend reverse-01. | felt that reverse-03, by
addi ng the other characters, conplicated the story.
So I'm convinced reverse-01 would be the better

choi ce. Thank you.

CHAI RPERSON VAN ALFEN: All right, Art,
t hank you very nuch.

For my own comments, | agree wth you,
Art, that | do believe that that is not an aqueduct.
Since Gothamis New York City in an alternative
universe, it |ooks a great deal l|ike the H gh Line
Bridge. Which was at one point an aqueduct, but now
Is a viaduct. And it also is rem niscent of another
viaduct in the city.

On that note, | also want to note that
obverse-02, with the eagle, in a lot of ways nmakes
reference to Adolf Al exander Weinman's eagles. These
were scul pted eagles that once graced the cornice of
Penn Station, that was torn down in 1964. And sone of
t hese eagl es now exist in various places around the

city.
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So when | first saw that eagle, |
t hought again of Gotham as an alternative, or, you
know, New York City in an alternative universe, where
Penn Station was not ripped down and Adol f Wei nman's
eagles still remain on that building.

And, of course, those eagles on the
buil ding were fairly rem niscent of the 1916 reverse
that he did with the standing eagle there as well,
too. So there are sonme nice num smatic connecti ons,

t hi nk, between all of this. And so, that said, |I'm
happy to support obverse-02 and reverse-02 as well.

Are there any further coments on this
portfolio?

All right. WelIl, hearing none, what |
woul d suggest is that we score the portfolio, the
Bat man portfolio, and that we nove imediately into
the Wonder Woman portfolio, and then we will hear the
scores for both Batman and Wonder Woman at the
concl usi on of the Wonder Worman portfolio and then make
our reconmendati ons.

So that said, we will now nove on to

the next portfolio for consideration, which is the
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obverse and reverse candi date designs for the 2025
Wonder Woman com c art coin and nmedals, which Apri
Stafford and Boneza Hanchock wi ||l now present.

MS. STAFFORD: Thank you.

Wonder Woman cane into the Anerican
| exi con during the golden age of comics in the late
1930s to the early 1950s, an era defined by
World War II. For alnost a century, she has been a
synbol of truth, justice, peace, and equality.

Rai sed on the hidden island of
Thenyscira, or Paradise Island, a peaceful,
matri archal society, Diana was a fearless Amazon |i ke
the figures of G eek | egend.

After Anmerican pilot, Steve Trevor
crash-landed on the island during Wrld War 11, Di ana
volunteered to | eave the only world she knew behi nd.
She journeyed into what the Amazons referred to as the
man's world, or the world of nen, to help fight, while
al so chanpi oni ng the Amazons' nessage of justi ce,
peace, and equality.

As Di ana Prince, her alter ego, she

made it her duty to | ead by exanple, even if the
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di fferences between her birthplace and her adopted
home present sonme chall enges. Constantly torn between
her m ssion to pronote peace and her need to fight

agai nst injustice, D ana struggles to balance the line
bet ween her warrior strength and her endl ess
conpassi on.

Wwonder Wonman is a powerful superhero
with a sense of purpose to protect the world from al
forms of injustice. She represents what is possible
wi t hout war, hate or violence, and is a synbol of hope
to all who find thenselves in need.

Cbverse designs feature iconic
depi cti ons of Wonder Woman, while reverse designs
anplify the themes of peace and equality in a manner
t hat connects Wbnder Wbman, or her story, to Anerica,
Anmerican val ues, and cul ture.

So the only change to the required or
optional inscriptions on these designs will be that
the reverses of the nedals will include the
I nscriptions "Wwnder Woman" and "Peace and Equality."
So we'll start going through the obverse candi date

desi gns.
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We have obverses 01, for the gold coin
and the two nedals. These obverses depict Wonder
Woman | eaping into action with her iconic shield and
| asso of truth. The stripes of the American flag
featured in the background are a nod to her signature
costunme during World War II. In addition to
Wwonder Wonman's backstory, the 13 stars arced around
t he border serve as a device seen in traditional
American coinage. This is Warner Brothers Discovery's
preferred obverse.

We al so have obverses 01A, which are
vari ations of the previous designs, just sinply
wi t hout the stars.

And then we nove on to obverses 02 for
the gold coin and the nedals. They feature
Wwonder Wonman standing in front of a Greek colum
hol ding a dove aloft in one hand and her shield in the
other. A helnmet and sword lie beside her. 1In her
guest to bring peace to the world, Wonder Worman al so
knows she cannot elimnate all conflict and is
prepared to fight if needed.

Moving on to the reverse candi date
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designs. W have reverses 01 for the coin and nedal.
They depict a fiercely focused Wonder Wonman in the
heat of battle, blocking incomng fire as it ricochets
of f her iconic bracelets. The reflections of eneny
sol diers can be seen in her bulletproof cuffs.

We have reverses 01A, which are
variations of the previous design, but with nore of
Wonder Woman's face featured.

Reverses 02 for the coin and nedal
feature Wonder Woman with three doves soaring high
above the earth. This design reflects Wnder Wnman's
role and action as a gl obal anbassador in pursuit of
peace, and her steadfast commtnent to justice, peace,
and equality. Reverses 02A are variations of this
design, just with a larger imge of Wnder Wman.

And finally, reverses 03 for the coin
and nedal, feature Wonder Woman standing in front of a
Greek colum hol ding a dove aloft in one hand and her
shield in the other. A helnet and sword |lie beside
her. In her quest to bring peace to the world,

Wonder Woman al so knows she cannot elim nate al

conflict and is prepared to fight if needed.

MR. SAUNDERS: Yes, | have a question
about the reverse-03. The colum, is that an eagle on
top of it or is that sonething else in the background?

MR. MENNA: This is Joe Menna. |I'm
speaking for the artist and the design.

Thenyscira is Wonder Worman's ficti onal
Greek-inspired city, and it's a goddess character from

the com c nmythology, it is not an eagle.
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MR. SAUNDERS: Okay. | just couldn't
see it in the picture I'mlooking at. Should have the
bl ow-up here instead of the small one.

CHAI RPERSON VAN ALFEN:  Any ot her
questions or coments?

MR. MENNA: M. Chairman, | nmean, not
to jump in, since | ran nmy nouth off at Batnan,
woul d just like to introduce, I'malso in alignnent
w th Warner Brothers Discovery's choice.

VWhen we're tal king about the set, what
my anbition was, and we had a | ot of -- you know,
there was a | ot of exchanges of ideas. First of all,
being chief -- | feel so gifted to be a chief engraver
who gets assigned an entire obverse program | don't
take it very lightly. And it's nothing about comc
books or anything, |I'mjust very grateful to the M nt
for trusting me with this.

But the anmbition was to put each of
t hese characters in "Anericana-esque" environments
that align themw th our values. Superman over the
Kent farm you know, a Kansas farm where he cane

from Bat man, you know, in one of our cities. And it
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Is absolutely a riff on a Wei nman eagle, a hundred
percent. Didn't want to copy Weinman. We have them
in Philly, too, by our train station.

And t hen Wonder Woman, her costune is
practically already an Anmerican flag. It was actually
designed to be an Anerican flag. So for her, it's
just kind of nmore of the pose and the representation
of her defendi ng denocracy, you know, |iberty. That's
why you don't have any of the details you have on
Superman and Batman, if that nakes sense.

Sorry if that's too much to say, sorry.

CHAI RPERSON VAN ALFEN: No, that's
fine. 1In fact, Joe, | have a question as well.

As a boyhood fan of Lynda Carter, the
actress, as Wnder Woman on the TV program and then
subsequently a fan of the Wonder Woman filns starring
the actress Gal Gadot, reverse-01A, to ny eye, seens
strikingly like the actress Gal Gadot.

There's no question to ne at all that we absolutely
have to see Wonder Woman in action. To have her
standing still on the obverse, | think, would be just
the wong tack. So obverse series 01 and series 01A,
to ne, are the clear top contenders. And | do |ike
the stars in series 01 quite a bit, actually, which is
alittle different than usual for nme, so | |ean that
way .

| would like to nmaybe raise a
suggestion that we consider actually renoving the
Anerican flag in the background, though, for a few
reasons.

First, after going down this rabbit
hol e of an actually really fascinating website called

Law and the Multiverse, it's pretty apparent that in
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the com cs, Wonder Wonman is an undocunented i mm grant,
and it's pretty well established. And we don't
really, apparently, we don't support those in Anmerica
at the nonent. So | have a hard tinme with, you know,
reconciling those and putting her next to the flag.

More inportantly, on the num smatic
side, Wonder Woman is an inportant role nodel for
wonmen and young girls around the world. And actually,
she's an inportant role nodel for us all. The first
movie, | |looked it up, grossed over $400 mllion
i nternationally. She's this global superstar who
transcends, and should transcend, national boundaries.
So havi ng her against a different background, | think,
woul d get us closer to that and would, | think, boost
gl obal sales. | understand we're going for, like an
Anmericana thenme, and that's fine. | think Wbnder
Woman herself captures that plenty w thout the added
overt flag all around her. | think we are able to
achi eve sonme different things with a different
backgr ound.

For the reverse series, | |iked, again,

01 and 01A equally. They're conpelling and close to
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the action. | feel |ike Wonder Worman i s, you know,
right here with me. |It's really rem niscent of the
I conic novie scene with Gal Gadot. Yeah, | |ooked it
up, it currently has 33 mllion views on YouTube. It
Is clearly a popul ar scene and imge. |t captures,

really, the core of who she is as a hero. And so |
think this gets at right what we're trying to capture,
who we're trying to appeal to.

The others are a little | ess engaging
or dynamic to ne. She's either out of the action or
she's standing still. So I think we have a really
strong, you know, pairing, 01 and Ol1A obverse, and
01 and 0l1A reverse. That's it for me. Thank you.

W have stars in the flag. |'mnot sure we
need stars around the outside as well as in the flag,
but they're both nice. And | don't have any probl em
with 02, | like 02 a lot.

Going to reverse designs. | didn't
like 01 as well as O01A. | |ike showing nore of her
face. One is alnost |ike she's covering her face.
|"ma big guy on first inpressions when you | ook at
things. And this isn't a quarter, so it's not quite
as inportant, because whoever buys these is going to
be studying it closely. But if it was a quarter, |

would think, first it looks |like she's wearing a

hajib. | may be m spronouncing the termfor the face
covering.

| think for me, in the end, the obverse

that | think is strongest is obverse-01A w thout the
stars. Sinply because | think, although I think the
stars would give it a nice balance at the bottom

because there are stars on the flag at obverse-01, it

gets a little cluttered. Even on, you know, kind of a

coin or nedal such as this.

And | will also say, obverse-02 has a
really elegant sinplicity, and | certainly understand
you know, why this m ght be the preference of Warner
Brothers. | do think obverse-02 can't be done in
conjunction with reverse-03. They're just sinply too
simlar. And so | think, you know, we'll need to
depart fromtheir preferences in sone fashion, if |
remenber them correctly.

My ot her concern about reverse-03 is

the classical nature of it. | don't actually see a
bal ance of Anerican and -- of classical and nodern.
see just a lot of classical. And, you know, | think

If that were a distinctly American | andscape in the

background, rather than the the mythical island, it
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woul d be a |l ot nore conpelling as a story there. So
maybe that's something we could consider.

But absent that, | think reverse-01,
where we see sonmewhat nore of Wonder Woman's face, is
the strongest of the reverses that we're considering.
So those are ny thoughts. Thank you.

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CHAI RPERSON VAN ALFEN: All right,
t hank you.
MR. MORAN: | still like Lynda Carter.
CHAlI RPERSON VAN ALFEN: | ndeed. All
right, thank you, M ke.
Donal d Scarinci, if you would, please.
MR. SCARINCI: So Wonder Woman, Di ana
Prince, was an arny nurse, so she was an Anerican
citizen. So there's no problemw th Wnder Woman.
Gal Gadot is Israeli, and she spent two years fighting

with the IDF, so she's certainly one tough woman.

You know, | think, you know, designs,
the artists did a great job with this. | think
could go either way with 01 or 01A. | see the

argunent, without the stars it's a little |ess
cluttered. And, you know, certainly the Supernman coin
Is less cluttered, it does not have stars, | believe,
t he one that we picked. Although there's no guarantee
that'll be the one that gets selected. But | think 01
Is the right obverse.

And 02A, you know, of the three reverse

choi ces, 02A would be ny preferred choice. You know,
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| think this is a Wonder Wonan coin. There she is,
right in the center of the coin.
You know, | think the bracelet, the

bracel et design, the reflection on the bracelet, you

know, I wi sh the artist would have just, you know,
spent a little nmore tinme on that. | don't think the
bracelet -- | think the concept is brilliant. You
know, | just don't think, you know, the execution

wor ks, to do the concept.

| mean, you know, having that
reflection on the bracelet, you know, we're so close
to -- you know, it's a shane, the artist, |I think, is

so close to a great coin there. And, you know, and

I nstead of enphasizing the face, | think the coin was
about the bracelet. So | don't think -- | think the
concept is great. | would love to see this again, you

know, with a little nore focus on naking it nore clear
to the viewer that, you know, we are tal king about,
that's her hand, that's her bracelet.

But for all those reasons, | just don't
think the execution works on this one. So | think |I'm

going to go with, you know, the 02, which I think is
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the liaison' s preference.

bel i eve, actually, 03 was the liaison's preference, if
" mcorrect.

s that correct, April?

MR. SCARINCI: Yeah, 03, you're right,
03 was the liaison's preference.

It's the sane design, it just
has the inscriptions "Wnder Wnman" and "Peace and
Equal ity" arced around the side.

Apol ogi es, that is sonething that was
an oversight on our part. So in keeping with the
consi stency across the portfolio, any of the nedal
reverses woul d have the character nane and the
character traits.

Thank you, Megan, | appreciate it.

Okay, back to you, M. Chairman.

CHAI RPERSON VAN ALFEN: Not a problem

And | want to reiterate what was
al ready said about obverse series 01l. That woul d be
ny preference. | would | ean towards the designs A,
w t hout the stars, just because | think the
stars -- we have the stars in the flag and we don't

need t hem around the edge as well.
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Wth regard to the reverse, | support
the |iaison' s suggestion of reverse-03. | think it

tells the story. And | appreciate all the details,
the architectural, the nythological, and I would go
with reverse-03. Thank you.

Wonder Woman and her cuffs, which would be -- wait a
mnute, I'"'msorry. |I'msorry. Let's do obverse-0l.
| thought that her, | don't know, I

guess we say she's flying, it sort of conplenents
Bat man and Superman. So we have all three comc
figures, kind of nmoving forcefully through the air.
So 01, O01A, are ny choices for the obverse. |
particularly like the stars in 01. | think it makes
her | ook like she's flying higher in the stars.

Anyway, that's nmy opinion.
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But for the reverse, I'mgoing to go
with reverse-01. When | first sawit, | didn't quite
under st and exactly what it was. But as | | ooked at
it, | see her arms, her wists are crossed. And I
think it's a brilliant conposition, the fact that the

light is bouncing fromher cuff and she's | ooking over
it. | think it's a very nysterious and provocative
pi ece. \Where we | ook at 01lA, and we can see her face,
It sort of reveals -- or the nystery isn't there, it
reveals too nuch. So I think that 01 keeps the
nmystery there.

| also |liked reverse-02 and 02A. She's
flying over the world, which is, you know, intriguing.
And | agree with the fine arts conmttee, to have --
you know, the text around the border is inportant. So
my preference is 01, and reverse-02A is ny second
choi ce. Thank you.

CHAI RPERSON VAN ALFEN: All right,
t hank you very nuch, Jeanne.

Just on a point of clarification. On
the reverses that depict the bracelets, that is not

light reflecting off of that, that is a bullet being
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deflected. |Is that correct?
MR. MENNA: This is Joseph Menna.
M5. STAFFORD: That's correct.
MR. MENNA: |'msorry. I|'msorry,
April.

CHAI RPERSON VAN ALFEN: All right.

M5. STAFFORD: That's okay.

CHAI RPERSON VAN ALFEN: All right, just
want ed to doubl e check on that.

| do really |ike obverse nunber 01 as
opposed to O1A. | do like it with the stars.
Initially, | thought that may have been a bit of an
| ssue, because we do see, again, see the stars on the
flag. But | think there is enough of a
differentiation between the stars on the flag and the
detail in the 13 stars around the periphery. | do

think it works. This is an incredible design.
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To side with a | ot of others, what
they've already said, | do like all of these designs
and ultimtely would be okay with any for obverse and
reverse. But as far as obverse, | do like 01 with the
stars, but again, would be okay with 01A if we did.
It's very bold, very eye-catching.

| think it's different enough fromthe
Super man design that we approved for an obverse, as
well as what | think we'll probably vote on for the
Bat man obverse. The dynamc simlarities in body pose
and in stature, | think it's a great way to tie in
this first year of the comc art coins and nedal s.
Yeah, obverse-01, above and beyond, | really do |ike.
| think it really tells the tale very well for
Wonder Woman.

The notif that is in the obverse-02, |
t hi nk works better as a reverse. And because of that,
| did ultimately think that reverse-03 is the nost
aesthetically pleasing of the entire reverses. | know
we're really striving to go for sonething that is
uni quely Anmericana, but | think this still works.

As far as coins and medal s, the
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architectural elenments, it's a very busy design,
granted, but | think it's just laid out spectacularly.
| love seeing a sunrise on the coin. | think it
really hel ps drive home the character traits of peace
and equality. | don't think people will be too hung
up on thinking that the architectural elenents are
just too Grecian to be accepted.

Seeing the face, and with the bracelets
of subm ssion, in groups reverse-01 and 01A, they do
wor k. Just not, | believe Donald said it, the
reflection, it just m sses sonething with that
reflection being there in the bracelet. So
reverse-03, | really have to lean on. Utimately, the
interplay with all the elenments, | think, really works
well as a coin or nedal for this program

" mgoing to agree with the commttee
on obverse O1A without the stars. | think that it is
a very striking design, that it works well, and it
fits in with a theme that |I'mnoticing across the
com c design coins in the portfolio of action on one
side and reservedness on the other, while strength on
t he ot her.

Wonder Woman, in general, is a very
good candi date for these coins as well because of her
cal | backs to classical mythology. | think that 01A
al so shows each of her iconic -- her images, her
physi que, and the lasso is there, which is being
hi ghl i ghted, which is always a wonderful thing to do.
That being said, | do have a soft spot for obverse-02,
or 02, obverse-02.

CHAI RPERSON VAN ALFEN: We're seeing on
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our screens, we're seeing both nyself and Anneli sa,
rather than the candi date designs. |Is there a way to
proj ect the candi date designs?

There we go.

M5. STAFFORD: Sorry about that. One
of the team nenbers who is presenting, her Teans
crashed, so we had to close it all down and soneone
el se had to start hers up, so should be there now.

And there is a sense that she can pick
up these weapons, if she wants, but she's choosing not
to in this nmonment.

| think this is a very well done
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overal |l design, very beautiful with the conposition.
And again, she has all her paraphernalia and we're
still able to see her strength. So this one got nerit
fromme as well. It's very beautiful.

For the reverses, | also |Iiked 02A
This was ny favorite far and away. | think it
conmbines all of the elenents, where she is in the
center and you see the doves representing peace around
her, but yet they're still in focus, no one's
overcrowdi ng each other. Again, fits in with the
action thenme that's working. And the determ ned
resol ute expression on her face, very detailed, and
the conposition of this works very well.

The only thing about this is perhaps
nmovi ng the "$50" bel ow her knee sonewhere. Because
the way the design | ooks, it |looks like the continent

of Africa costs $50, and that is not sonething that we

woul d want to see on the reverse overall. But | just
was struck by this, | kept com ng back to this design
overall.

Al so gave nerit to the |ast design for

the reverse and the representation of Thenyscira.
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This also got nerit fromme. | think it's a rem nder
of Wonder Woman's background and how she's bl endi ng

t hese values that she's |learned in her honeland to the
U.S., bringing it there, and how she's conbining the
two. But this is just lovely to | ook at overall.

Not sure how it would work as a
reverse, but in ternms of the conposition of
everything, and again, enphasizing that thenme of peace
and equality, | do think that this is just a very
conpelling design. | think the artists did a
wonderful job with this portfolio.

And that's all for ne, thank you.

CHAI RPERSON VAN ALFEN: All right,
Annel i sa, thank you very nuch.

For my own comments, |'m happy to
support either 01 or 01A. |'ve gone back and forth on
whet her or not | have a preference for the stars or
not with the stars, and frankly, | can't make up ny
mnd. | like the sinplicity of the design w thout the
stars, but | also think that the stars do add
sonething to it, particularly with the flag

backgr ounds.
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In terms of the reverses, if the
I nscription "Peace and Equality" is what will appear,
| find there to be sonething of a little bit of an
oxynoron between bullets being deflected off of her

bracel et over the word "Peace," which just seens to ne
to be alittle bit jarring. As is the overal
vi ol ence of the scene. And therefore, |I'm not
particularly fond of these, of the 01 series reverses.
The 02 series reverses, | find to be
just a little bit too cluttered, which is why | find
the 03 series reverses to be the nost attractive.
And here, you know, the depiction of
Thenyscira, which was traditionally the home of the
Amazons, so this is a nanme that the com cs picked up
fromthe traditional honme of the Amazons, which in
fact was a small city in the northern part of
Anatolia, which is today nodern Turkey. So in a way,
you know, Wonder Woman was Turkish, or Geek. And
t hen, you know, Thenyscira continues to this this day.
But | do find this scene to be, you know, rather

I ndi cati ve of peace and of the tranquility, let's say,

of Themyscira, and the equality as well, which | just
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don't find as well-depicted in the other reverse
designs. And, therefore, this reverse design, the
series 03, | |like the nost and will be giving it ny
hi ghest scores.

All right. So that said, are there any
ot her questions or comments fromthe commttee at this
time?

John, your hand is raised.

MR. SAUNDERS: Yes. | wanted to
mention sonething to the Mnt.

Reverse-01A, which is ny first choice,
the part of the design of her nose, if you | ook at it
qui ckly, could be a nose ring. And I don't think they
were popular in Wnder Woman's day. So | think the
M nt mght |ook at that little curlicue on the right
side of the nose a little bit, see if they can
mnimze it. It's alittle bit too high for a nose
ring, in fact, but not nuch. But when you first | ook
at it, it could be a nose ring there, so just wanted
to point that out.

CHAI RPERSON VAN ALFEN: Al'l right,

t hank you very nuch.
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Joe, would you like to respond to that?
MR. MENNA: Yes. This is Joseph Menna.
John, graphically, sure, | see what you're saying, but

| prom se you, when sculpted, it would not read |ike

that at all. The artist is just trying to articulate
the end of her nose and it'll be sculpted with a
lot -- it'll read |like a nose. There will be no nose

ring visible.

MR. SAUNDERS: | trust your skill on
that particular area, so I'll wi thdraw the comrent
based on Joe's assurance.

Well, then, hearing none,
we will now score the obverse and reverse design
candi dates for the 2025 Wwnder Woman comic art coin
and medal. When you are finished scoring, please
forward themto G eg Wei nman.

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MR. VEI NMAN:  Yeah. In fact, please,
everybody, be as expeditious as you can be about this.
| need to sign off early. So if you could quickly
score Wnder Woman and get ne those scores, |'d be
grateful, and let's try to cone back at 3:25.

CHAI RPERSON VAN ALFEN:  All right,

t hank you very nmuch. W will return at 3:25 then.

MR. VEEI NMAN:  Thank you. Thank you for
bei ng as quick as possi bl e.

(OFf the record.)

CHAI RPERSON VAN ALFEN: We're back.

And | recognize Greg Wei nman, counsel
to the CCAC, to present the results fromthe scoring
sheets for both the Batman and the Wonder Wonman coi ns,
I f you woul d, please.

MR. VEI NMAN:  Thank you. Thank you
Pet er.

We'll begin with Batman. Qut of a
possi bl e 30 points, obverse-01 received 11, both
silver and gold; the medal received 10.

OQbverse-02 received 26, 26, and 25

points, respectively, nmaking that the high-scoring
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set.

Qbverse-03, in order, was 8 points,

7 points, 7 points, 6 points, 4 points, and 4 points.
So once again, the high-scoring set was obverse-02,
26, 26, and 25, respectively.

Going on to the reverses. Reverse-01
received 6 points and 6 points, respectively.
Reverse-02 received 29 and 29 points, respectively,
maki ng that the high-scoring set.

Finally, reverse-03 received 13 and 13
poi nts, respectively. So once again, obverse-02 and
reverse-02, were the high-scoring set.

Movi ng on to Wonder wonman, starting
with the obverse-01. The set of obverse-01 received
22, 22, and 22 points, respectively. The set of
obverse-01A received 27, 26, and 26 points,
respectively, making it the slightly higher scoring
set. Finally, obverse-02 received 10, 9, and 9,
respectively. So once again, obverse-0lA.

Moving on to the reverses. Rverse-01
received 9 and 9, respectively; 01A, 9 and 9,

respectively; 02 received 9, 9, and 9, respectively;
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02A received 13 and 14, respectively. Leading to,
finally, reverse-03, 16 and 16. Not resoundi ng, but
nonet hel ess, reverse-03 was the high-scoring with 16
and 16, just barely eking out 02A

CHAI RPERSON VAN ALFEN: Okay, G eg,

t hank you very nuch.

What | would like to do at this tinme is
first consider the Batman coin and nmedal. Are there
any notions at this tinme?

DR. CAPOZZOLA: This is Chris
Capozzol a.

"Il kick it off with a notion that we
recommend obverse-02 and reverse-02. But as we
consider this, I would love to hear from any nenbers
who di stingui shed anong the gold, silver, and silver
clad, for anything they'd |like to convey al ong those
| i nes.

CHAI RPERSON VAN ALFEN: Okay. So
Chris --

So we are done, then, with the com c book
set, the Wonder Woman and the Batman, and we wi ||l now
nove on to our final portfolio for consideration
today. This is the obverse and reverse design

candi dates for the proposed non-round
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sem qui ncentenni al coin and nedal .

And April Stafford and Megan Sullivan
w ||l now present the candi date design, so over to you,
pl ease

MS. STAFFORD: Thank you.

As part of the commenoration of
Anmerica's sem qui ncentennial, the Mnt is exploring a
possibility of producing one-ounce and one-hal f-ounce,
non-round 24 karat gold coins and silver nmedals in the
shape of the Liberty Bell. While no final decision
has been made on noving forward with this program and
should the Secretary of the Treasury authorize these
coins and nedal s, receiving input on potential designs
now wi Il help ensure the Mnt can neet a 2026 issue
dat e.

These coins would be the first
non-round coins in the recent history for the
United States. The obverse designs would feature a
depiction of the Liberty Bell and the inscriptions on
all obverse designs is "Liberty." The additional
I nscriptions on the coin versions are "1776" and

"2026," and "In God We Trust."
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The reverse designs depict | ndependence
Hall, and the inscription on all reverse designs is
"United States of Anerica," with additional
i nscriptions on the nmedal versions as "1776-2026."
The coin versions also contain the inscriptions,

"E Pluribus Unum" and the weight and fineness of the
gold, as well as the reference to the denom nati on.

So we'll start with the obverses.
These are the obverses for both the 24 karat gold
coins and the silver nedals. So first, the obverses
for the coins. W have obverse-01, oberse-02,
obverse-03. Okay, those are just the coins.

And then the nedal obverses. W have
obverse-01 for the nedal. |If we could go to that
single design. And obverse-02 for the nedal. Thank
you. And there's the contact sheet.

And then noving on to the reverses.
First we'll present the one-ounce 24 karat gold coin
reverses. And I'll just note for the conmttee, that
in these iterations, the denom nation is spelled out
as "Two Hundred Fifty Dollars." So here we have

reverses 01, 02 -- | apologize, they're al
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I nt er sper sed.

Okay. So we also will have the
variations, which will have the $250 presented in
numerics. And then you'll also have the hal f-ounce
iterations that will spell out their denom nation, as
well as the variation that wll use nunmeric. So we'l]l
go through those again.

So we'll start with reverse-01, and
that's for the one-ounce with the $250 spell ed out.
Next candi date design, 01A this is with the
denom nation spelled out nunerically.

Next candi date design. This is the
hal f -ounce, again with the denom nation spelled out;
and the variation on that, using nunerals to spell out
t he denom nati on.

Going on to reverse, and then the
reverse for the nedal. Reverse-02. Next, 02A, for
the half, a version for the half. And then, finally,
the medal. And the reverse-03, with the nunerals.
The half, spelled out. The half with nunerals. And
then the nedal.

And finally, reverse option 04, for the
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one-ounce, spelled out. Wth nunerals. The half,
spelled out. Wth nunerals. And then the nedal
ver si on.

And t hat should concl ude the candi date
desi gns.

CHAI RPERSON VAN ALFEN:  Wonder ful ,

t hank you, April.

Are there any technical or |egal
guestions fromthe commttee about this program or the
designs for the proposed non-round sem qui ncent enni al
coin and nedal before we begin our discussion?

Art, | believe you raised your hand.

MR. BERNSTEIN: Thank you. This is Art
Ber nst ei n.

My question has to do with the repair
to the cracks in the Liberty Bell. If this is a coin
cel ebrating, a coin in nedal celebrating the
sem qui ncentennial, | believe the repairs were done
way after 1776. And so when | | ook at the date,

1776- 2026, and then see the rivets in the crack, that
happened in the 1800s, as far as | know, and |I'm not

sure why we're showi ng the Liberty Bell with the
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repairs.

CHAI RPERSON VAN ALFEN: Joe Menna, your
hand is raised, would you like to respond to that?

MR. MENNA: Yes. This is Joe Menna.

Art, the sem quincentennial, from ny
perspective, isn't just nmenorializing that part of
time, but it's how that part of time brought us to
this part of time. So this is representing the
Li berty Bell fromthen to now.

You' re absolutely -- | mean, yes, the
repair was -- the crack was nuch | ater, actually, the
repair. But this is how people know the Liberty Bel
as well. You know, if you conme to Phil adel phia, when
you see it, this is the nost iconic version that is
atenporal, in a way, if that nmakes sense.

MR. BERNSTEIN: Yes, and | get your
poi nt. Thank you.

CHAI RPERSON VAN ALFEN: All right,

t hank you.

John, | believe your hand was raised

second. Go ahead.

MR. SAUNDERS: Yes, John Saunders here.
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It's nore of a comment than a question. | would
recommend that the commttee congratulate the Mnt on
this very innovative design and that we urge the
Secretary of the Treasury, or whoever the powers are,

that the Mnt be allowed to go ahead and make this

coi n.

CHAI RPERSON VAN ALFEN: Thank you,
John.

Chris, | believe you were next.

DR. CAPOZZOLA: Sure. This is a
guestion, | think, for the Mnt nore generally.

" mwondering if, in the preparation of
this, there was any consultation with subject matter
experts at | ndependence National Historical Park? O
alternatively, if that's sonething that the CCAC m ght
conmuni cate in this neeting as sonmething we recomend
be done before this is adopted.

M5. STAFFORD: We did, yes, sir, we
absolutely did do that.

DR. CAPOZZOLA: So they've seen these
designs and they made whatever comments they wanted to

make about their accuracy, et cetera?
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MS. STAFFORD: Yes. Yes, it was
revi ewed.

And al so, just to go back to sonething
that Art Bernstein observed. Certainly, if the
commttee would |ike to make a recommendati on that a
particul ar depiction of the Liberty Bell w thout the
rivets is recomended, we woul d be happy to take that
I nput. We're just sharing the designs that we have
presented to you today.

So we understand, obviously, that it
could go either way. So | appreciate that
observati on.

CHAlI RPERSON VAN ALFEN: Thank you.

One question |I had was about the
di mensi ons of these coins and nedals, if the Mnt
woul d oblige.

Those dinmensions are the sane
for the one-ounce and the half-ounce. The difference
in weight is made up in the thickness.

And because the Liberty Bell is sonething
that is instantly recogni zable, | could see why this
woul d be one of the primary choices.

The only thing I will say, and this is
not necessarily a positive or a negative, is that just
because of the unique shape of the Liberty Bell, there
is alimt in terns of what can be depicted on the
design, for both the coins and the nedals, and that
there woul d have to be conscious of where certain
marks would fit in, how they would show up, what it
woul d | ook |ike over tinme, and so on. But | am
excited to see where this goes because non-round coins
are fun and it really does give a chance to exerci se,

you know, design.
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For the obverse, ny favorite of what is
here was al so obverse-03, considering all of the
factors above. It's sinple. It puts the nessage
across. There's not too nuch going on. But again,
there can't be so nmuch going on. And so because of
that, for the nedal, 01l is also ny preference, just to
create sone continuity between those two. You know,
"1l be interested to see what these | ook |ike once
they're actually struck.

For the reverse, | am actually one of
t he people who prefer seeing witing versus the
numerical value. Mre reading is good, it's
wonderful, nmakes great etching opportunity for
teaching nonments. So nore reading, as long as it does
not | ook so crowded, the better.

For the reverse, | actually like
reverse nunber 02. | appreciate the fireworks. |I'm
just not convinced as to how they would show up on the
coinitself. | could be convinced to cone around to
it. But I do think that this works, perhaps if both
of the fireworks were a bit smaller, that m ght be

easi er.
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" mal so going to agree with Sam about
having a preference for "United States of America"
filling the entire space versus being shortened. As
well as the "E Pluribus Ununi being slightly curved
versus going straight across. | think that fits in
with the overall unconventionality of the design.

The other reverse that | actually Iiked
was reverse-03A. And even with the fireworks, which
|"mstill going back and forth about as to whether
t hey shoul d be there, whether they should not be
there, overall, | think that this design just pulls in
together very well. | just would like to see
"United States of Anerica" be slightly larger. |
think that would fit well with the curved witing.

For the half coin, | like reverse
0O4-hal f-A. Overall, it just seenmed a little | ess busy
and cluttered than some of the others. This is a
design that | also kept com ng back to. [I'mstil
debating over whether the fireworks are there or not,
out of the belief that there needs to be sonething in
every negative space for the sake of it being there.

But with sone tweaking, | think it possibly could
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work. And, again, with the "United States of Anmerica"
much larger. But | just kept com ng back to this
design. And that's all | have for now.

Wul d al so say this is a potenti al
great marketing opportunity for the Mnt for kids
materials, children's materials, because they tend to
| i ke oddly shaped itens, or not round itenms, as a way
of teaching and getting sonme interesting conversations
going with this. So |I'malso excited to see where
this goes. Thank you.

Reverse-01-half, has a vote of
ei ght . Reverse-01-hal f-A, 14. And reverse-01-Medal,
also a vote of 14. For reverse-02, gets a vote of b5;
02- Al pha gets a vote of 7; 02, the hal f-ounce, gets 7.

Hal f - ounce, nunber 02 nodel, or version A, gets a vote
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of 8; and reverse-02-nmedal, gets a vote of 8 as well.

Switching to reverse nunber 03; 03 gets
a vote of 12; 03-al pha gets a vote of 11. And the
score sheet here, have two 03-al phas on there. The
next one is 8. Reverse-03-half, is a vote of 10.
Reverse-03-hal f-al pha, is a vote of 14.
Reverse-03-nmedal , vote of 9.

And then noving on to reverse-04, vote
of 5. Reverse-04-al pha, vote of 6. Reverse-04-half,
is a vote of 4.
