MS. STAFFORD: Ckay.

MS. LANNIN: Do we have Robert Hoge yet?

It's essentially an adm n neeting.

MS. STAFFORD: Understood. So Madam Chair
asked if perhaps Robert Hoge or Heidi Wastweet had
a chance to join us. Are either of you on the
line?

MS. LANNIN: Do we have Anerican Legion
| iaisons that would like to introduce thensel ves
and slowy speak their nanme, please?

MS. STAFFORD: We have, we have with us Verna
Jones, the Executive Director of the Anerican
Legion. She's located in Washington, DC. Verna
Jones is our official liaison to this program and
| believe Ms. Jones has brought with her a team
of, of people to contribute to this discussion.
Verna, could | ask you to introduce your teanf

M5. JONES: Yes, thank you so nmuch. Thank you
for taking your tinme to talk to us today. And I'm
Verna Jones, Executive Director of the Anerican
Legi on National Headquarters in the Washi ngton, DC
office. And with us we have Janes Baca, who is
the Director of Marketing, and Scott M|l er
Deputy Director of Marketing and Strategic

Al li ance.
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MS. STAFFORD: Thank you so nmuch. So | will
provi de background i nformation about the Anerica
Legi on, and as everyone knows, we're here to
di scuss concepts and thenes that will be
i ncorporated into the artist's brief. So when
t hey begin their design devel opnment for this
three-coin programthey can, they can have as nuch

i nformati on as possible to be as successful as

possi bl e.
So first we'll tal k about background
i nformation and then 1'lIl ask Ms. Jones and her

counterparts to provide additional information.

And as Greg noted, we will need a seventh nenber
of the CCACin order to, to receive the nmenbers’
f eedback on what the artists might additionally
want to consider. Ckay.

So it is Public Law 115-65, The Anerican
Legi on 100t h Anniversary Coin Act, that requires
the Secretary of the Treasury to mint and issue
five dollar gold coins, one dollar silver coins,
and half dollar clad coins in recognition and

cel ebration of the 100th Anniversary of the
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American Legion. The act specifies that the
design of these coins, quote, "Shall be enblematic
of the Anerican Legion.”

The American Legion was formed March 15th
through 17th in the year 1919 in Paris, France by
menbers of the US Expeditionary Forces occupying
Europe after the Arm stice that ended World War |
four nonths earlier. Having fought their way to
victory through the trenches, on the seas, and in
the air, these conbat weary troops were not
convinced that they had just won the war-to-end-
all-wars, and in fact, history would prove them
correct.

As formative neetings continued later in the
United States, the Anmerican Legion's founders
further determ ned that the organization woul d be
strictly nonparti san, open to nen and wonen ali ke
no matter their ethnic backgrounds, religious
affiliations, or political persuasions.

At the first national convention in Novenber
of 1919, the Legion's constitution and byl aws

woul d be adopted and comm ttees woul d be
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officially appointed to | ead the organi zation in
four areas of concentration: veterans, youth,
def ense, and Americanism |'mjust going to
repeat that because these areas would | ater be
referred to as the four pillars of the Anerican
Legion service, and in fact, it really is critical
to their story and, and their guiding principles.
Again, the four pillars include veterans, youth,
def ense, and Americani sm

The Anerican Legion, the |argest veterans
organi zation in the United States, has recorded
hundr eds of acconplishnents over the |ast century,
I ncl udi ng advocacy for and oversight of the
Vet erans Adnmi ni stration, disaster relief response,
the G Bill, numerous youth prograns, fund raising
for monunents and nmenorials honoring mlitary
service, and many, many ot her things.

In addition to input on thenmes or devices for
t he individual coins, we at the United States M nt
woul d appreciate the CCAC s advice on how to best
represent the Anmerican Legion across the three

coins in the series, gold, silver, and clad, as
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wel |l as what the artist mght consider how the
obverse and reverse of each of those coins work
together to tell the story. For exanple, the
conmttee is famliar with the Boys Town
Comrenorative Coin Programthat featured a past,
present, and future thene across their three-coin
program

For exanple, one option that, that m ght be
consi dered, because this is a three-coin program
IS using one coin to depict and reflect the
foundi ng of the American Legion with the other
si de being the Anerican Legion enblem and then
using the other two coins to use one side each to
depict the four pillars, one coin focusing on
def ense and veterans, two of the four pillars, and
the third coin to focus on youth and the concept
of Anmericanism the remaining four pillars. So
that's just an exanple we wanted to, to share.

Again, we're very, very fortunate to have our
liaison to this program Verna Jones, with us.
Verna, would you like to contribute a little bit

nore i nformati on about the American Legi on?
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M5. JONES: Absolutely. Thanks. As we talked
earlier today it is inmportant for us to tell our
story. The four pillars that we tal ked about,
each of them have a distinct meaning for the
peopl e that we advocate for.

The American Legi on has been founded on the
princi ples of taking care of our youth, taking
care of nmentoring our youth, taking care of our
vet erans, strong national defense, and pronoting
patriotismand pride. And the things that we
tal ked about this norning, so many of the synbols
are things that are representative of the American
Legion. W could go on and on and on. Faithful
and the words For God and Country. The Eiffel
Tower .

So many of those things could tal k about the
American Legi on and, you know, who we are, what we
represent. But one nmessage, a big nessage that we
want to get across is our strong, passionate
advocacy for this nation, for our veterans, and
| ove for our country.

MS. STAFFORD: Thank you. And I'd like to

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invite any of your colleagues to contribute sonme
t hought s.

MS. LANNIN:  Sure. Janmes?

MR. WHEELER: As Verna said, one of the
focuses for, for us is For God and Country and
we'd really like to see that on one of the coins.
It's kind of our, our anchor point that has
carried us since 1919. As Verna said, there's
just so nuch history within the organizati on.

We' ve provided a docunment that, that covers so
much and it would be hard to cover in a 30 mnute
phone conversation, rmuch less in a two mnute

I nt roducti on.

But we're just excited about it. We're
willing to answer any questions to help on the
organi zati on and what they've done. And al so our
tie into sonme of our founders, Theodore Roosevelt,
Jr. being one of our founders of the organization,
the first founder of the organi zation, the son of
the el dest Roosevelt, President Roosevelt.

Al so as you | ook at some of the other coins -

| mentioned this earlier today - we have the
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Apollo coin and it's interesting that Nei
Arnst rong who was a nenmber of that m ssion has
al so participated in the American Legi on program
that focuses on our youth and Anericanismas the
Ameri can Legi on Boys State program So we have a
strong tie into the nation and all over. Scott,
anything to add?

MR. M LLER: No, Janes. Thank you. | think
woul d rather just open it up to the, to the
commttee for any of their comments or questions

bei ng, being cogni zant of everyone's tine.

MR. JANSEN:. | believe Heidi is on the |ine
NOW.

MS. LANNIN: Heidi, welcone. Thank you very
much. |s Robert --

MS5. WASTWEET: Sorry |I'm | ate.

MS. LANNIN: |s Robert Hoge on the line?

MR. HOGE: Yes, he is. Hello.

MS. LANNIN: Great. Thank you so much for
both being here. W now officially have a quorum
and we can tal k about this.

MS. STAFFORD: Wonderful. So just to, just to

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note, |'m hearing the possible inclusion of the
I nscription For God and Country stated by our
| iaisons. In fact, those are the first four words
of the Anmerican Legion preanble. The preanble is
recited at every Anerican Legion neeting. |Is that
correct?

M5. JONES: Yes, that's correct. Every
official meeting of the American Legion.

MS. STAFFORD: Excellent. Okay. So Madam
Chair, obviously our |iaisons and the
representatives fromthe Anerican Legion are on
the line to answer any questions. But we would
| ove to get the commttee's feedback on things the
artists mght consider across this three-coin
program

MS. LANNIN:  Well, | think Robert, I'mjust
going to sort of start with you if you don't m nd.
Do you have any thoughts on sonme design concepts
for this?

MR. HOGE: | have a couple of general
suggestions that had occurred to ne. First of

all, we have a gold piece, a silver piece, and a
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clad piece, and | was thinking we m ght utilize
the three different formats to focus on different
aspects of the four pillars.

To me, | was thinking gold as being sort of
the idea of Anmericani smconmbined with youth, and
that woul d be a place perhaps to really highlight
the Anerican flag. We probably want to include
this idea For God and Country as a notto on each
of the pieces. And so that m ght be part of the
notto, part of the |egend.

For a silver piece |I'mthinking of nore
el derly people, and | think that m ght be
sonething really devoted to veterans. W think of
our agi ng popul ation and our aging vets who have
contributed so nuch, you know, in their lives.
And, you know, the silver warriors, so to speak.

And for clad pieces, thinking clad as |ike
bei ng covered, arnmored, and that makes nme think
that this m ght be representative of armanments and
defense, defense of country perhaps nore than the
silver or the gold pieces.

So just a couple of random t houghts there.
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MS. LANNIN:  Thank you so nmuch, Robert. Erik,
what are your thoughts on this?

MR. JANSEN: Can you hear ne?

MS. LANNIN:  Onh, yes, |oud and clear.

MR. JANSEN: Thank you. | want to pick up on
Robert's comments there because gold, silver, and
clad, just for the education we normally get from
Donal d, for the hosting entity here, the -- what
will sell these coins is the art and the appeal
and not necessarily the inclusion of a perfect set
of your dogmatic i nmages.

And |'m not saying that what you believe is
not inmportant. |'msaying that this programwl|
be nost successful in generating funds for you if
we can translate that into art that will appeal to
purchasers today. So I, | would just urge you
t hrough this discussion and through the formation
of your own preferences that you bear in mnd that
this is not so much a casting of your dogmatic
I mages as it is enticing buyers to see sonething
that rings a bell with them causing themto make

t he purchase.
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And along that line, the silver dollar will be
your nost inportant - alnpbst always is in these
progranms - contributor to net revenues which
ultimately will turn into funding resources for
you guys.

Now, to end that discussion, in terns of how
are we going to judge this art, Madam Chair?
Because we're going to have, | suspect as has been
the case recently, we're going to have designs
that may have been submtted for the clad that
maybe we choose for the silver, or gold that we
may denote to a silver design 'cause they work
better on the larger palette.

As a commttee we've kind of been noving
around this and I was curious to what your
t houghts were as to how we m ght handl e the
eval uati on when we see art here in a few nonths.

MS. LANNIN:  Well, Erik, as you can imgi ne
doing the m nutes when we do this sort of m xing
and matching of designs, is it's alittle tricky
when | have to wite things up, but we should be

after the best conbinations we can get out of the
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art regardl ess of what, what the artists come up
with. | would hope that, that through this
di scussion this afternoon they could begin getting
sone ideas for |ogical pairings that they m ght
have.

| thought that Robert's coments were really
very thoughtful about using the clad as the
warrior kind of a thing. | think we all agree
that the silver is nost inportant. The gold I can
see having the Anerican Legion logo on it. |
don't necessarily think we need to have the | ogo
on all three.

But again, | think if we can keep our
di scussions as clean and sinple as possi bl e when
we do get the art, that's going to help us put
everything together in the best way possi bl e.

MR. JANSEN: So thank you for that. So as we
try to put the artists on sonme kind of a path of
i nspiration or, or bound - | really don't Ilike
that idea, their thinking of valued synbols - gold
being the prem er valued coin here often is

t hought as carrying the nost overarching issues
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t he organi zation stands for. Silver being the
hi ghest -- (music). Ww, that's a hard act to
follow. Can you hear ne?

MS. LANNIN: It is -- there we go.

MS. STAFFORD: So, so we woul d request anybody
who is dialing in if they could nmute their phones
I f not tal king and perhaps not put us on hold so
that we not hear all the, the hold nessaging or
nmusi c. Apol ogies, M. Jansen.

MR. JANSEN: That's all right. So gold's
often the superior coin overarching in concepts.
Silver of course being the big seller, you want to
focus there on itens that m ght have the npbst nmass
appeal or constituent appeal. So again, stinulate
pur chase.

And cl ad often becones kind of a junior coin
that, that inherits the mnor imges. |'m not
saying we have to do that this tine, but that's
the path these things often go down.

I"'ma little unconfortable in taking four
pillars and putting them two of them on one, two

of themon the other, and then the third becones
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sone created enpty zone. | don’t know how to
handle that. So I'Il leave it to the conmttee to
maybe conme up with sonme better ideas there.
However, I, | want to nmake sure that two points

are made, and | think Donald would probably make
these if he was here.

One of themis please don't give us a coll age.
Don't give us designs that are just three or four
synbols, in this case the four pillars all on one
side with sone negative space to nmake sure they're
defined one from another. Please don’t do that.

And the second Donald' ismlI'Il lay out there
Is please don't give us a mlitary nedal or a
mlitary coin in this case. | don't believe the
American Legion is about fighting battles. |
believe it is about healing warriors and preparing
defenses. And supporting our communities both
froma youth and a, if | dare use the word,
patriotism di mensi on.

So this is not a coin featuring mlitary
i mges, please. This is a coin that if I try to

resolve the four arches, or the four pillars
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rather - and | apol ogize for the insult if that is
in fact what I'mdoing - it boils down to
conpassi on, conpassion for each other, conpassion
for the coomitnments that are nade, and conpassi on
for the futures of those to cone.

And so please don’t give us a mlitary nedal
with guns and soldiers and helnmets. W have
pl enty of those. That's not what this is about.
This is about healing and preserving, but not the
actual fighting.

MS. LANNIN:  Thanks, Erik.

MR. JANSEN: Thank you

MS. LANNIN:  And thank you for, |'m sure
Donal d appreciates the fact that you tried to
channel him So that's good. M. Moran?
M chael, are you there?

MR. MORAN:. Yeah. Yes, |'m here, Mary.

MS. LANNIN: Okay.

MR. MORAN: | want to talk to the |iaisons a
little bit about --

MS. LANNIN: Pl ease talk into your, the

m crophone of your cell phone. W can barely hear
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you.

MR MORAN:. | am It's right up here agai nst
me. Can you hear nme now?

MS. LANNIN: Barely.

MR. MORAN:  Oh.

MS. LANNIN: Okay.

MR. MORAN. Back here. Go to sonebody el se
and | et me change sonething here and then you can
conme back to nme. Okay?

MS. LANNIN:  All right. Jeanne, would you
m nd speaki ng next?

MS. STEVENS- SOLLMAN: Yes. Thank you, Madam
Chair. | was intrigued by what Eri k and Robert
had said. | believe that truly the silver dollar
is going to be the nost inportant one in the set;
however, you know, if we present this as a set, |
am all for having a representation of the four
pillars, you know, each, each pillar being on one
of the coins.

But | have been thinking about this in the
| ast couple days and I, | think that the, For God

and Country, you know, that's a powerful inmage and
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It would be maybe sonething that we could take a
little bit of what England has done with their
shield and the coins and take our flag and perhaps
have rem ni scent pieces of the flag so that each
coin on one side would have a bit of, you know,
the stars and stripes, and then sone text or God
and Country, you know, that we would be able to
sort of unite the reverses or unite the obverses
with some enbl ematic flag design.

That's, other than agreeing with what has been
said, I, |I don't really have too nuch nore to add
because | think this is, it will be a powerful set
and we need to, you know, think about what, what
t he Anmerican Legi on has done and stands for for
the last 100 years. So that's ny comrents. Thank
you very nuch.

MS. LANNIN:  Thank you, Jeanne. M chael, have
you arranged your phone situation a little better?

MR. MORAN:. Can you hear nme now?

MS. LANNIN: Perfect.

MR. MORAN. Okay. | want the speak to the

liaisons a little bit about the process that
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you're going to be entering into. You will be
seeing all the sane designs presented by nultiple
artists, designs for obverse and reverse, sone the
sanme artists, sone not.

And hopefully you will see sinplified designs
with only one device on obverse and reverse for
the five dollar gold piece, and increasing
conplexity as the diameter of the plan should
I ncrease as, with the half dollar and the dollar.
At | east that's what you should see.

It can be a very conplex arrangenent in terns
of choosing the final designs that cone into us.
We like to, to ratify the client design choices,
but that's not always the case. You' ve been told
by Erik, and he's exactly right, that art sells
coins. |I'msure you'll have a good base of denand
from your own nenbership, but to sell out you'l
need the community's participation as well.

What you're going to see is probably in these
nmeetings mx and match to try and get the best
desi gns; although, in nost cases the ones for the

five dollar gold piece will not work for the other
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coins. W had in retrospect a very successful
experience with the Boys Town designs. And |
woul d suggest that you talk to themnore as to
what the Boys Town people did in reaching out to
the artists in order to get the designs that were
generated, which were very positive and good.

Do not try to do too nuch with these coins
because you will fail if you do. That's ny, ny
coments, Mary.

MS. LANNIN:  Thank you so very nuch, M chael
Thomas Ur anf?

MR. URAM  Thank you, Madam Chairman. | agree
alot with what's already been said, and one
thing, and the Legion m ght know this already, is
the notto that they have For God and Country was
actually one of the nottos that Sol non Chase and
Janmes Pol | ack considered for our national notto
back in 1964.

And gi ven sone thought to that and then what
Jeanne had sai d about gold, what you m ght want to
do is an artist m ght want to consider |ooking at

the two cent piece from 1864, which has a
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trenendous shield done by Longacre, and start that
as a, as a possible focal point and starting point
since your notto was actually discussed in 1864.

Havi ng said that, also the progression of the
story and the pillars and about people | think is
what it's about, but your, your notto and your,
the shield and the, what the organization stands
for is so inportant. So that m ght be sonething
that could go on the gold piece and then the story
nore so on the others.

And | think that it's already been expressed
that you don’t want to have |l ogo coins in any
shape and formthat have just anything that's
enbl ematic of | ogos and so forth. So, and again,
| guess going back in history, that would be ny
little twi st on how to maybe nmake it rel evant even
nore than what it is. Thank you, Madam Chair.

M5. LANNIN: Thanks so nuch, Tom Herman, are
you t here?

MR. VIOLA: | am here, Madam Chair, and | find
this discussion quite fascinating. And I,

really thought that Robert put it together very
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nicely. \Wenever | think of the American Legion,
| just think of patriotismand the American fl ag.
And |ike Jeanne said, | would think that each of
t hese coins should have sone aspect of our flag
and the representation of patriotismw thout
falling into the trap of nmaking it into a mlitary
coi n.

So I do think your artists are going to have a

| ot of latitude and I would imagine we're going to

see a variety of designs. But I, when | think of
the Legion | think of people saluting. | think of
the flag. | think of young people. | think

really like the Boy Scouts, people |like that.

So | think the committee really has hit, |
think, things pretty nicely and |I'm | ooking
forward nyself to see the kind of designs you
peopl e come up with. Thank you.

MS. LANNIN:  Thank you so nuch, Hernan
Hei di .

MS. WASTWEET: Hi. When |'mreadi ng over the
descriptions here, there's a | ot of abstract ideas

and not much of a visual. And as an artist |I'm
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I magi ni ng what would | use to enconpass all this.
It's very abstract. And Erik had a great point
t hat above all these coins have to be attractive
so people will buy them

"Il give you an exanple. | nmke a |ot of
coins, but I don’t buy a lot of coins. And I'm
really not a fan of baseball, but | bought the
basebal | coin because it had the cool factor. It
was just a really great-looking coin. That's what
we're after. More inportant than trying to put
everything but the kitchen sink on here is nmaking
a coin that's going to get people's attention who
may not even be aware of the Anmerican Legion.

And | think Jeanne had a great idea of using
the flag as a notif, and having a conti nuous
design across the coin, that would definitely give
It the cool factor. Trying to enconpass too nuch
is just going to backfire and trying to get too
literal with all these ideas is going to backfire.

So I just urge you to focus on what's going to
make an attractive-looking coin. |If you want to

put the slogan on there, God and Country, that's
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okay. Logo's okay, but it can't be the central
| mge because it's not going to pronote interest
from buyers. That's all | have to add.

MS. LANNIN:  Thank you so much, Heidi. And
for our friends at the Anmerican Legion, the
| i ai sons that are listening, you heard us refer to
doi ng nul tipl e backgrounds on coins extending from
one to another. And one thing that was nmentioned
was the royal shield design that was used in G eat
Britain. And the easiest thing for ne to do, to
tell you is to look it up on W ki pedi a.

But it is a grouping of not three coins, but
six coins that were mnted. And when you turn
them over and put their reverses together, they
actually forma shield and the design is classic.
It's beautiful. It's elegant. And it will give
you sone ideas of what, what our people are trying
to think of when they said we'd like to see a flag
continue throughout a series of these coins.

| think it's a, | think it's a really
Interesting thing. So at any rate, that would be

ny thoughts on that. Thank you very nuch.
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MS. STAFFORD: Any, any feedback that our
| i ai sons or representatives fromthe Anmerican
Legion would |ike to add to the conversation?

Ot herwise, we will go on to our second order of
busi ness.

MR. URAM  Madam Chairnman, the one that you
wer e speaking of was the 2015 British proof set.

MS. LANNIN:  Right. Thank you very nuch. [|'m
sure you have it too, Tom So thank you very
much. The next item for discussion will be to
review and to discuss the candi date desi gns for
t he Bob Dol e Congressional Gold Metal.
