REVI EW AND DI SCUSSI ON OF CANDI DATE DESI GNS FOR THE
ANWAR EL SADAT CONGRESSI ONAL GOLD MEDAL

MS. STAFFORD: Thank you so ruch, Chairnman
Public law 115-310, a Congressional Gold Medal is to be
awarded to Anwar EI Sadat in recognition of his heroic
achi evenents and courageous contributions to peace in
the Mddle East. On Septenber 17th, 1978, President,
Jimmy Carter hosted President Sadat and Prinme M nister
Begin at Canp David were the three | eaders engaged in

13 days of negotiations that resulted in the Framework

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for Peace in the Mddle East, comonly known as the
Canmp David Accords.

Fol | owi ng negoti ati ons, President Sadat and
Prime Mnister Begin signed the Egypt-1srael Peace
Treaty at the White House on March 26th, 1979.
Addr essi ng President Sadat at the signing of the peace
treaty, which remains an inportant anchor for peace in
the region today, Prinme M nister Begin commended
Presi dent Sadat by saying, "In the face of adversity
and hostility, you've denonstrated the human val ue that
can change history -- civil courage". W are very
fortunate to have with us Ezra Friedl ander, CEO of the
Fri edl ander Group and our liaison for this program and
to the Sadat famly. M. Friedlander are you with us
on the phone?

Cbverse 3 depicts a three quarter portrait of
Anwar El Sadat. |Inscriptions are "Anwar El Sadat" and
"President Arab Republic of Egypt". Obverse 4, which
is the famly's preference as conmmuni cated by, M.
Fri edl ander for the obverse of this nedal.

The inscription, "Anwar El Sadat" is incused al ong the
ri ght border.

Qbverse 5 depicts Anwar El Sadat with the
stylized pyramd formin the background, containing the
inscription "Anwar El Sadat" incused al ong one side.

Obverses 6 and 6A depicts left facing profiles
of Anwar El Sadat with the additional inscriptions of
his name and birth and death dates. 6A also includes a
stylized Egyptian read.

Cbverses 7 and 7A feature three quarter
portraits of Anwar El Sadat set against the pyranm d

stones in the background. Inscriptions include, "Anwar

Great Pyramds of Gza with the inscription "Any life

And finally, reverse 13, depicts an ankh, an
Egypti an hierogl yphic synbol used to represent the word
"Life". Flanking the ankh on either side are olive
branches to synbolize peace. Inscribed along the top
is the quote "Any life lost in war is a human life,
irrespective of its being that of an Israeli or an
Arab". At the base of the ankh is Anwar El Sadat's
name witten in Arabic in addition to his birth and
death years "1918 and 1981".

That concl udes the reverse portfolio. And I
woul d ask, M. Friedlander to please share the comrents
fromthe Sadat famly.

MR. FRI EDLANDER: Thank you very nuch. And
|'d al so thank the design teamfor creating all these
options for the famly and for the Committee to review.
W -- here |"'mreading from Sadat's famly, "W all, as
the Sadat's famly, can relate to the resenbl ance and
t he design chose for the front and it touched every one
of us. The design on the back is the reality that he
lived here every day. This is what visitors, |ocal and

foreign, will visit my father's tonb see and recall.
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The sinplicity of the witings, both front and back, is
what we as a famly believe would be his choice. W're
totally convinced by both the front and back, exactly
as they are presented in AS-03, obverse 3 and AS
reverse 02. Thank you for understanding and we deeply
appreci ate your efforts in that matter. All the best,
Gamal ElI Sadat, who is the son of Anwar ElI Sadat".
Thank you.

MR. UMAR: Thank you, M. Friedl ander. And
April, thank you for the report. And, M. Friedl ander,
it's extrenely grateful and I want to al so congratul ate
the famly for this honor as well, because |I think it's
wel | deserved and thank you for that letter fromthe
famly as well.

As far as the Conmttee goes, I'd |like to open
this to the Commttee and just say that we have a
tradition pretty nmuch as it relates to Congressional
Gol d Medal recipients. That we value highly the
concerns and thoughts and designs that the person being
representative and the famly would like to see on
their Congressional Gold Moddel. | think there are sone

very, very nice designs here, particularly when Joe
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said regardi ng the incused nunber four and nunber

seven. | think there could be sone wonderful designs -
- opportunities, but it's really not -- shall | say
that -- even though we mght like that, | think the

wi shes and the honors of the fam |y supersede in many
ways the other nice designs that are here. So
congratul ations to the artist who did these designs and
made them avail able for the famly to make it a
selection. So I'mfine with going through the

Commi ttee and asking you to review the designs or, if
you would like to accept the requested preferences of
03 obverse and 02 reverse, I'mfine with that, whatever
the Commttee would |ike to do.

STAFFORD: Well since, M. Scarinci
brought it up, obviously there is a relationship
bet ween obverse 3 and obverse 4, that's submtted by
the sanme artist.

And obverse 4 was devel oped with the intention
that the portrait would be scul pted in the manner of
anci ent Egyptian relief with the figure inset into the
surface of the nedal and its features scul pted flush
with the medal's surface.

| would ask, M. Friedlander -- | know
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initially the docunentation we have was the Sadat
famly submtted or articulated a preference for
obverse 4 initially, but | understand that it may have
subsequent|ly changed. M. Friedl ander would you |ike
to tal k about maybe how t hey noved off of design 4 and
why they identified 3?2 O, if you feel that they m ght

be very satisfied with either, would you |like to speak

to that?

MR. FRI EDLANDER: |I'mjust the glorified
messenger here, and | defer it to themas well. So |
cannot -- | don't know the reason that they sel ected

originally 4. And | don't actually renmenber saying
that, but it's just possible that we just go back and
forth on nunber of tinmes. So | can -- | have no
obj ection to asking themw th pleasure.

MS. LANNIN: M. Friedlander this is, Mary
Lannin. | just want to say that | conpletely agree
with what Donald Scarinci said. | think with nunber 4,
we have an opportunity not only to honor Anwar E
Sadat, but to honor an ancient Egyptian artistic
tradition, which would really hold the nedal together.

| think it will be stunning. | know the hands of Joe
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Menna and the crew in Philadel phia. This could turn
out to be one of the nost beautiful Congressional nedal
we ever done. And | really would urge you to consider
that nunber 4 would certainly be my choice and Donald's
and 1'll open it back up to anybody el se that would
i ke to comment on that.

It is as
literation we see it -- since the nanme given here is
Anwar El Sadat. | know in the scholarly manner the El
is normally rendered as Al, "Al". But the "EI" is not
even pronounced in the correct Arabic pronunciation. |
understand this would be Anwar Al Sadat. So |I'm just
wondering is there any particul ar preference as to the
way his name is rendered, Anwar El Sadat, Anwar Al
Sadat or just Anwar Sadat.

MR. FRI EDLANDER: Anwar ElI Sadat. We reached
out to the famly for clarification. And | think even
in the legislation itself that's the way it's spelled
and we clearly clarified it with the governnent of
Egypt, but even nore inportantly with the famly to
make sure that this is the way he wanted it spell ed.
And I'm not a scholar, | couldn't coment on how
historically. But |I do believe that they pronounce it

-- at least it can't U S. when they reported to
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President Sadat, | think President El Sadat.
MR. HOGE: Yes. | realize that, but in terns
of technical Arabic transliteration it will be "Al
Sadat " .

MR. FRI EDLANDER: Yes, yes, | hear that. |

think, again, with even with today's President they

call "al-Sisi" (ph), but in Anmerica this is el-Sisi.
And it's that in English they put it as "ElI". But,
yes, | was in the Mddl e East several nonths ago and
even in Israel, | realized that they said it as "al -
Sisi". So wondered to nyself, why do they do that.
But now that you raising this, | guess, the nore

correct historical pronunciation is the "A" w thout
the "L", but here for sone reason that's the way they
go. That's the way they --
MR. HOGE: In Arabic letters, "S" being one of
them have an illusion with the "L" before -- so the
"L" is not pronounced, letter "R' is same way. You
woul dn't have L Rasheed (ph), it would R Rasheed (ph).
MR. FRI EDLANDER: Got it.

prefers it to be.

who nade peace with another specific nation state. And
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| can certainly see that. Thank you.

And | don't believe this
has ever been done in the Congressional Gold Medal
series -- the style of using sunken relief to portray a
portrait. So this is a great opportunity to
di stingui sh an al ready distingui shed nedal within the

broad context. M understanding fromwhat -- fromthe
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e-mail that was read fromApril is that obverse 4
actually is the famly's preference, but question that
| want to ask Joseph Menna is could obverse 3 not also
be scul pted in sunken relief that portrays the way
Pratt did with the gold coins of 1908. It m ght not be
what the artist had in mnd for nunber 3, but | see no
reason why it couldn't be.

MR. MENNA: This is, Joe. | mean, | can't
speak to the artistic intent of the coin or the nedal
rather. By just looking at it, if you were to think
that portrait you would al so probably you shoul d
incused the letter instead of having a deposit that are
shown here, just because that | think you may have just
alittle bit too nmuch going on in terns of relief.

REVI EW AND DI SCUSSI ON OF CANDI DATE DESI GNS FOR THE
STEVE GLEASON CONGRESSI ONAL GOLD MEDAL
MS. STAFFORD: Thank you. This is public |aw
115- 415, Awards of Congressional Gold Medal to Stephen
M chael "Steve" d eason, honoring his m ssion to show
that patients cannot only live, but thrive after
di agnosis with anyotrophic sclerosis. But -- sorry,
amyotrophic lateral sclerosis also known as ALS.
Born in Spokan, Washi ngton, Steve d eason
pl ayed both baseball and football at Washington State
University and joined the New Orl eans Saints NFL team
in 2000. Football fans will always remenber himfor
his bl ocked punt during the first ganme played at the
Superdone in New Ol eans follow ng Hurricane Katrina in
2006.
In early 2011, Steve d eason was di agnosed
wi th ALS, considered a term nal neuronuscul ar di sease.

Foll owi ng his diagnosis, Steve G eason founded "Team
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d eason”, which hel ps provide individuals with
neuronuscul ar di seases or injuries with | eadi ng edge
t echnol ogy, equi pnment and services, raises gl obal
awar eness about ALS to find solutions and an end to the
di sease, and has hel ped hundreds of people with ALS
experience |ife adventures they never thought possible
after their diagnosis.

St eve d eason hel ped advocate for the "Steve
G eason Act of 2015" and the "Steve G eason Enduring
Voi ces Act of 2017", which permanently ensures that
people living with di seases such as ALS have access to
speech generating devices regardless of their setting,
whet her at home or a healthcare institution.

We're fortunate to have with us Clare Durrett,
Associ ate Executive Director for Team G eason. She is
our liaison for this programand to Steve d eason. M.
Durrett, are you on the call and would you like to say
a few words to the Conmttee?

M5. DURRETT: | am | amon the call. Thank
you so nmuch for allowing us to be present. | can tel
you wi thout question, if Steve had heard that he was

foll owi ng Anwar Sadat, he would not want to
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(inaudible). Just alittle bit -- follow such a great
man.

But | can just brief. You just said a |ot
about Steve. He is just sinply an incredible human.

He is known as an extraordinary athlete, as you

menti oned, and also a gane changer. His footprint on
earth is nost inpressive after being diagnosed with
ALS, and that's a disease with no known treatnent or
cure to-date. Just in the last 8 years, since his

di agnosi s, he is continuing to inspire mllions of
people at this nedical center (ph), not only people
with ALS or any other diseases, but his follow ng
reaches over a mllion people. And it's a really
robust follow ng and very, very inspirational.

He has, as you nentioned, passed two | aws
protecting people with disability, not just people with
ALS. He has also started the single |argest ALS
research efforts in history. And although he is unable
to nove, breath or speak, people who want their voices
now have one; people who can no | onger nobve, now have
access; and people who're al so i ndependent now have

much about returned and the guy is just getting
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started. So this is just a huge honor and what an
incredi ble recognition for his work.

MS. STAFFORD: Thank you, Ms. Durrett. W'l
start with the candi date designs for the obverse of
this medal. The obverse designs feature portraits of
Steve G eason along with the inscription "Steve
G eason”. Additional inscriptions include "Act of
Congress”, "37", which is Steve d eason's nunber when
he played football for the New Ol eans Saints and "No
White Flags", one of G eason's nottos, representing the
i dea of never giving up.

Pl ease note that this |egislation was passed
in |ate 2018, but signed on January 3rd, 2019, so the
final selected design will read "Act of Congress 2019".

I f you see 2018 in any of the candi date designs, that

will be anmended.
So we'll cycle through the obverse candi date
designs. Obverse 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 6, 7. 1'll pause on

candi date design 7 for the obverse, because this is
Steve G eason's preferred design. 8, 9 and 10.
Moving on to the reverse designs, al

candi date designs for the reverse are enbl ematic of
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G eason's chil dhood in the Pacific Northwest,
representing a lifetime of travel and expl oration.
I nscriptions include "Keep Exploring”, an inportant
phrase throughout G eason's life, representing both his
travel and his journey with ALS. "Better Now than
Never", another of { eason's phrases, representing the
i nportance of not putting things off, and "Act of
Congr ess".

Move t hrough the candi date designs for the
reverse. Reverse 1, 2, 3. Reverse 3 is Steve
G eason's preferred design, but he did have sone
requested edits. He suggested that the design m ght be
shifted down to show nore sky and an enl arged noon. He
woul d also like to see the "Act of Congress”
inscription renoved as it is already on his preferred
obverse design. And the inscription "Keep Exploring",
he suggests it would -- it m ght be placed on an arc
al ong the bottom of the design.

Movi ng on, reverse 4, 5, 6, 7, 8, 9 and 10.
M. Chairman that concludes the portfolio of candi date
desi gns.

MR. URAM  Thank you, April, once again. And
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Cl are, thanks for being part of our discussion this
norni ng and the thoughts that you have on the preferred
designs as well. Are there any technical questions at
this point that any of nenbers of the Comm ttee would
like to address that may go into general discussion?
Go ahead.

UNI DENTI FI ED SPEAKER: My question, April. | f
you do the changes to 3 that Steve suggests, don't you
get 4 or 67

MS. STEVENS- SOLLMAN:  No, no.

Wuld you like to reviewthe -- and ||
leave it up to the Commttee once again in regards to
reviewi ng and going through all the designs or would
you |like to nake a notion to accept the Clare's and M.
Steve G eason's obverse 7 and reverse 3 with the
nodi fi cations?

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And | think by nmoving the "Keep Exploring" into an arc
around this, remenber that's fine. But | think that is
going to by virtue of kind of the negative space
effect, going to bring a lot nore eye attention to the
water. And so | think when it's re-rendered with those
changes, we're going to have to pay attention to that
or going to end up looking -- it's going to end up
| ooking not like a fast nmoving creek, but an ocean in
t he nount ai ns.

-- and | believe Steve G eason's conment was that he
wanted to see the noon larger so that the effect would
be on the nmoon instead of the streamor the rocks and
so forth.
